| HINTS FOR THE MONTH. 

; THE PLANTATION*.—The weeds must be 
" treated with relentless hostility during 
i0 the present month, and to that end, keep 

your plows, cultivators and sweeps con­
stantly moving in the Cotton field.— 
This regular stirring and pulverizing of 

- the soil will also have the effect of en­
couraging a larger growth, and prevent­
ing the falling of the forms. Let your 

t culture, however, not be so deep as to 
_ interfere with or injure the roots in any 

weigh, or you will do more harm than 
good. Towards the latter part of the 
month, begin your preparations for pick­
ing, and as soon as the bolls begin to 

!> open freely, set the hands at work gath-
„ ering. Have all seed cotton hauled in 

wagons from distant fields to the gin 
»f house, and do not require your negroes 
j' to waste their time and strength in car-
1 rying heavy baskets. If you wish to 

way the picking of each hand, it can be 
. done by the overseer, before it is put 

into the wagons, or each one can mark 
s his basket and have it weighed at noon 
e and night, in the gin-house. 
^ CORN.—All early planted corn laid by, 
J in most sections; but very late fields 

may yet receive another careful surface 
working, laying it by level, mellow and 

"" free from weeds. 
TURNIPS.—Ruta Baga, Red Top, Early 

Flat Dutch, Yellow Aberdeen, Norfolk, 
Globe, and other Turnips, should be 
sown from the 1st to the 25th of this 
month. The ground should be repeated­
ly plowed very deep, and pulverized as 
fine as possible. A deep, rather light 

, and fertile sandy loam is best for this 
crop, and such soil ought to be plowed 

5 at least ten or fifteen inches and thor­
oughly harrowed. Sow in drills from 
two to three feet apart, plants standing 
in the drill from six to twelve inches.— 
Stable |manure, (ten or fifteen loads to 
the acre,) woodsmould ashes, and bone 

1 dust, equal parts, (six or eight loads to 
the acre) or three hundred pounds of , 
guano scattered broadcast and plowed 
in, will give you a good crop. Should 

, you wish to manure in the drill, open a j 
, wide and deep furrow with a long sho­

vel-plow, scatter your manure thickly I 
along this drill, throw a flat, broad bed 1 

on the manure with a turning plow, and ] 
after raking the surface smooth and 1 

even drill in the seed as above directed. 
From one to one and a half pounds of 
seed, mixed together with sand care­
fully sown, wHl be sufficient for an acre. ' 
[A friend recommends the sowing of the : 

seed late in the afternoon, leaving the ' 
drill open and the seed exposed to the j 
action of the dew until daybreak, next ' 
morning, when they must be covered, 1 

and the ground rolled or pressed down i 
firmly on them. This plan seems well ( 

worthy of a trial in dry weather.] If 
you have plenty of leached ashes, you * 
may top-dress the ground with ten or ' 
fifteen bushels per acre, after sowing. 
It will be well, also, to dust the plants 1 

when they first come up, with a mixture \ 
ashes, soot, plaster and salt, (a bushel 1 

to the acre,) to prevent the attacks of € 

the fly. Continue this until they get 6 

into the rough leaf, when they may be c 

considered out of danger. When the € 

plants are well up, clear out all grass r 

and weeds carefully with the hoe, and F 
thin them to a stand of from six to twelve a 

inches apart, according to the size of the re 

variety. After thinning, work tkern out 9 
from time to time, until the tops shade ^ 
the ground, when you may lay them by. s

Radishes, Spinach, Let- tu 
tuce, etc., may be sown, and Snap Beans aj 
and English Peas may be planted, and Ix 
the drills, as soon as filled up, covered re 
covered with a pretty heavy molching, to 
at least two inches thick; saw-dust or re 
well rotted leaves are very good for la 
mulching. Plant, also, Melons and Cu- nt 
cumbers for mangoes and pickles. Keep s« 
down all weeds—use th« hoe, and water w 
freely. Plant a second or fall crop ot bf 

Irish Potatoes and Peas, mulching both J 
[heavily with leaves. The Purple Egg : 

i Plant, Tomato, and Lima Bean, may be 
planted for a late crop, and will come 
yet, with favorable "seasons." Keep 
your Strawberry beds clean, open and 
mellow, now, if you desire to increase 
your plants, and encourage the growth 
of runners by an occassional watering. 
If you do not want runners, cut them off 
and turn them under to give back their 
substance to the bearing plants. Give 
these occasionally a light top dressing 
of leached ashes just before a shower, 
or water them with a very weak solu­
tion of potash. Gather all your ripe 
garden seeds. It is a mistaken notion 
that we cannot save our own garden 
seeds; we can and ought to do it.

J ICE MAKING BY MACHINERY 

J The domain of Nature is everywhere 
| being trenched upon by machinery, and 
j at last a machine has been invented to 
2 compete with the dame in the manufac-
l ture of ice. It was lately exhibited in 
I London, and was found to be equal by 

the propelling power of a ten-horse en-
| gine to turn out 6,000 lbs, of ice per 
I day* 
f The operation and process of manu-
j facture are thus described by an Eng-
r lishjournal: 

The refrigeration is produced by the 
j evaporation of ether in a vacium; and 
' the peculiarity of the invention consists 
] in the arrangements of evaporating the 
f ether at a low temperature, and conden-
t sing it at a higher, precise the reverse 
, of ordinary evaporating processes. The 
[ ether is contained in air-tight vessels, 
| relieved from the pressure of the otmos-
[ phere. The cylinder in the centre of the 
, apparatus is filled with valves, so that 
! each stroke ©f the piston withdraws a 
| quantity of ether vapor from the left 
' hand vessel, and forces it into a conden­

sing vessel on the right hand. Where 
, the vapor is raised, an intense cold 
, is produced; where it is condensed, 

is a corresponding degree of beat 
disolved. The ether, after resuming 
the liquid state, returns by a self regu-

. lating valve to the evaporating vessel, 
and the process thus continues uninter­
ruptedly, without requiring any atten­
tion, and without the slightest waste of 
material. 

The evaporating vessel is simply a 
tubular boiler. This is not a misnomer, 
for the ether actually boils in it at a 
temperature (if required) fifty degrees 
below the freezing point. The cold pro­
duced is utilized by means of a stream 
of salt water, which does not itself freeze 
at the temperature required for ice-mak­
ing, but carries the cold to the vessels 
containing the fresh water intended for 
conversion into ice. This part of the ap­
paratus consists of a trough twenty feet 
in length, fitted with sixty-one freezing 
moulds, over the outside surfaces of 
which the cold salt water circulates in 
a continued stream. After having thus 
parted with its cooling power, it is re­
turned to the refrigerating vessel, and 
again passed through the tubes of the 
boiler. There is thus a continued and 
regular circulation of this fluid, similar 
to that of the ether, the whole bearing a 
remote resemblance to the double circu­
lation of the blood. It is found that the 
number of freezing moulds is not nearly 
sufficient, and that the machine will be 
worked with more advantage if the num­
ber be doubled. \ 

j The ice can be made of any required 
: shape or thickness. It is at present 
turned out in slabs eighteen inches 
square 011 the sides, ami an inch and a 
half thick. The slabs can be placed to­
gether so as to form blocks of any thick­
ness. The ice formed rapidly at the 
coldest end of the trough is white and 
opaque, while that formed slowly at the 
lower end is more transparent. By in­
creasing the dimensions of this trough, 
aud thus insuring more uniformity of ac­
tion, the ice will be transparent through­
out. The relative excellence of white 
ice and clear ice is a debatable point.— 
The white, although actually colder 
when formed melts more rapidly than 
the clear ice—a draw back when the 
ice has to be kept, but an advantage 
when it is to be used. 

This machine will prove a great insti­
tution for those regions where ice is 
not produced by the natural process, as 
it can, according to the statement from 
which we condense the above facts, work 
more cheaply than Nature herself.

CONSTITUTION' OF TIIK MONTGOMERY 
• LEAGUE OF UNITED SOUTHERNERS.—Believ­

ing that the South is in need of some 
' efficient and organized mode of concen­

trating public opinion upon public men 
and measures, and of influencing and 
guiding political parties, with a view to 
the advancement and protection of her 
constitutional rights—and that the want 
of this has enabled all political parties 
to sacrifice those rights to their own 
necessities : 

And believing further, that it is the 
duty of the South to use all proper moans 
to maintain her rights within the Union, 
with a view to being justified before the 
world in resuming the powers she has 
delegated to the General Government, 
in the event she fails to obtain justice 
in the Union, we organize ourselves un 
der the following Constitution : 

ARTICLE 1, This association shall be 
known as the Montgomery League of 
United Wiinthernnrs 

ART. 2. Its officers shall consist of a 
President, Vice-President, Secretary and 
Treasurer, who shall hold their offices 
one year, or until their successors shall 
be elected. 

ART. O. Election of all officers shall 
be made annually, and by ballot 

ART. 4. Any person may become a 
member of this League who shall pledge 
himself to carry out its objects aud 
shall sign this Constitution. 

ART. 5. Tlie object of this League is, 
by the use of proper means, to create a 
sound public opinion in the South on the 
subject of enforcing the rights of the 
South in the Union. Among its prim­
ary ideas are; 1. No more compromise 
of those rights, either in party platforms 
or in national legislation. 2. A full re-* 
cognition and maintenance of those 
rights, as paramount to the safety of the 
Federal Administration or the success 
•jf national parties. 3. The elevation to 
the public councils of the ablest and 
purest Southern men. 

ART. 6. This League will nominate 
10 candidate for any office, State or Fed­
eral—but its members are pledged to 
ise all honorable means to secure the 
lomination by the respective parties to 
ivhieh they belong, of sound, able and 
sure men of the Southern rights school.
