In subjugating a horse, we must make t 
a powerful appeal to his intelligence; a 
this can only be done by a physical 1 
operation. It is an undisputable fact 1 
that the battles of all animals (except 
such as are garnished with horns) are I 
fought by seizing each other by the 1 
throat. A dog that has bnen thus held I 
by his antagonist for a few minutes, on 1 
being released, is often so thoroughly j a 
cowed that no human artifice can induce | 1 
him to again resume the unequal contest.

The operator 
should be previously provided with a 
stout leather halter; a looped strap to 
slip over the animal's knee; a strong 
surcingle, and a long and short strap— 
the first to fasten round the fore-foot 
which is at liberty, and the second to 
permanently secure the leg which is 
looped up.

I Secondly. He must be kept quiet on 
i the ground until the expression of tho 
eye shows that he is tranquilized, which 

j generally takes place by patiently waif> 
jing and genlly patting the horse.. 
i Thirdly. Care must be taken m»t o» 
j throw the horse upon his neck when bent, 
'as it may easily be broken. 

: Fourthly. In backing him no violence. 
! must be used, or lie may be forced on hi* 
haunches and his back broken. 

Fifthly. The halter and off-rein ar<» 
jheld in the left hand, so a to keep the 

1 head away from the latter; while, if tho 
! horse attempts to plunge, flic halter is 
1 drawn ti^ht, when, the off-leg bein^r 
j raised, ' the ^animal is brought 0:1 his 
knees, and rendered powerless for offen­
sive pu/poses. 

The operations of teaching a horse to 
follow a man, and ajso to cure him of 
kicking and balking, should be proceed­
ed by the throwing down process, and 

I in bad cases by tho choking operation, 
as the animal is thus rendered gentle, 
tractable, and officiously obedient to 

whatever lie can be taught to compre­

hend. This subsequent educational 
| course is necessary in order to render 

the rvformation permanent.—X. Y. Tri­
bune.
