InrroveMENT 1N RALsING Corx.—We saw |

a few days since, on Bayou Salé, the result of
raising corn on_old cane rows ithout disturh.
ing the roots of the cane. Corn was planted
in the rows of old stubble cane, the hiils being
=bout the usual distance'npart. When the cane
caune up it was cut down as weeds would be.—
There was no difficulty in checking it so that it
did no harm to the corn, and it was all destroyed
in due time. The corn was enltivated with but
litile trouble, the ears were full and heavy, and
the crop was fully equal to that raised on any
other part of the plantation, o addition to this
the same: field ahd the same rows are now cloth-
ed with a crop of pease, the finest that can be
found on the whole place.

The planter informed us that he had never
before raised so fine a crop of corn with so little
trouble, He stated that it seemed to him: that
as soon as the cane dies the roots begin lo nour-
ish the corn, and that by the time the pease are
planted the roots become so far decayed as to
act as the richest kind of manure. ‘Mo planter
