'This is
a fuolish ercor gravely taught by siseere men who be-
lieve it, as well as by designing men who do not caie
whether it is true or false,

What is ealled acclination in persous coming from
cold to warm climares is that the skin takes on a por-
tiou of the functivns perforined by the lungs in eol eT re-
ions, and if it be assisted by woearing a brile exira
clochiog sad keeping it clean for the first year there is no
risk of Lthe secimation fever ot all, or any other fever
unless it be al infeetivas one, which can be avoided here
as elsewhere by kecping away frow the infecticn.

The weuring of coarse eloth or faunel next the skin
duriag the tirst summer aad full here will protect the
person from all our common diseases; and the discomfort
rom the prickly beat is entizely got rid of, as it will oot
appear under such cluthing unless the eold bath be fm-
prudently used.
