The Calcasien Sulphur Mines.

Mr. Alexander Bonneval has Jjust called at
our office on his way to the Sulpher mines.
He states that machivery for working the
mines is now landing at the mouth of Calea-
sieu river from a vessel direct from France.
The iron eurbing is twelve feel in diame-
ter, each joint #our foet,and as these are put
down the joints are bolied together amd
lead run in the seams to make them water
tight. The iron is two inches thick.
Tlis main shaft will be sunk over 400 fect
through clay, sand, rock and earth, to the
striita of sulpher, which is over 100 foet jn
thickness. Mr. Granet, a gentleman who has
been oneof the Lest miners in the sulphar
mines in [taly, and who Las experience in
sinking shafts through just such strata of
spil, sand and stone as in Calcasieu, has
