Is Education?ompleted at
School ?

This s the important theme I have select-
ed for brief consideration.

They
thiok, perkaps, that because they have mas-
tered the elem-nts of grammar, they nre
proficient in Philology—that lecanse the
can cite Iripping 'y the names of the Ameri
ean Presidents and the leading features in
the annals ot our couniry, they are fully
conversent with historical love—they ira-
gine, peradventure, that they are entirely
familiar with the delicacies, difficulties and
beauties of the french language, because they
can translate Télémaque in the original,
without being eempelled, too frequently, to
consult the dictionary. They labor under
the delusive idea, that they are astronomers,
when their only know'edge of the iufinite
worlds that deck the starry heaven, is deriv-
ed from elementary works—or they are ma-
thematicians, because they have toiled
tl'zough the first six books of Eucl d.

But a moment's reflection is needed to
convines any rational mind, that these are
profound and radical errors, and 1f permitted
to be indnlged in by the youthful mind, will,
through their own ignorance and presnmp-
tion, rear an insurmountable barvier to future
excellence.
