replace them with troups from any
quarter. At the conclusion of a loug
conversation, of which I Lave given
the important result, I expressed
my satisfuction with His Excelleney’s
explanations, and $he pleasure I
should have in communicating them
to my Government. This dispatch
fias been subwitted to M. Drouyn de
L'huys, and the foregoing version of
the results of the conversation Las
been approved by him,

T Mrurany RESOURCES or Avsrriy—
Austria bas at the pregent moment 800,000
men under arms.  This is no idle bosst, The
present complement of ‘tlle army exceeds thut
of ita previous war fooling by 140,000 men,
But this is not the eriterion which best shows
the military steength of Austiia. What as-
tonishes everybody is the rapidity, precision,
and calm which have pervaded amid fhese
concentrations and armaments,  Without hay-
ing recoutse (0 roquisitions, or lo a recruil-
ment exceeding the normal numbers, withont
any extravrdinary movement being  percepti-
ble ontside the military worlshops, this impo-
sing army has been concentrated’  witanged,
rned, and mounted,

In the space of a forinight Auvstria has pro-
caved from the markets of {he country “the
homes required for her cavalry, artillery and
wagon-train, and has even allowed some of the
minor States to purchuse and export horses.
Whilst in Prasia, country gentlemen have
been compelled to give up their earviage and
saddlehorses for the use of the army, aud even
Rente's equestrian tircus has  heen obliged to
furnish its contingent, . With us horse races
are proceeding as usual, and private individu-
als huve been put to no infonvenience. Aus
tria posseeses three things which make her o
great military State ; che has men, and hor-
scs, and forage for the Iatter. What Apstria
has not we well know ; but what she really
has, and in ahandance, others  seem not to be
ware, and will, therefore now lave to learn
