Lusher, State Superintendent

of Public Educ ition, with a copy of
a circular addressed by him, to the

P olice Jur ies of the diflTereit Parish-

es, herein he pra,poses chainges in

the act of T1l54, relative to public

schools, tending to adat t th; .,:opera-

tion of the law to the altered cir-
cunmstances of the State. By the
act of 1855, the Parishes were divi-

ihed by the Police Jury into School
llistricts, for the education of the
white youth of this State, between
the ages of six and sixteen years."

M Mr. Lusher sugge(sts that, a author-

izcd by this act, the Parishes be di-
V\idcd anew, into village school dis-

tricts for lhe indhgtl, with especial
refi:rence to the cl.nvenience of such
white children as may choose to
avaiil tl:nemselves of ;he benefit of
:;cl'uol instruction. We heartily
concur in the sugg( siion, and deem
it a matter- ofCoLngratulation that our
worthy Superintendent should have
entered into the matter so earnestly ;
and we heartily concur with him,

that 'tis time that sonme provision
should be made for the education of

the many indigent children who are
growing up in ignorance around us.
It is a duty which we owe to the
posterity which is to come after us,

and that a subject fraught with so

much consequence to the '-wvell being
and prosperity of the State should

have henceforth received solittice con-
sideration is one of the 'bad signs of'
the times, and "a modt withering
comment upon our boasted civiliza-

tion. Our Government has traver-
sed State lines to instruct the enfran,

chised African ; its missionaries are
teaching the benefits of freedom to the

Poor indeed, though
we be, 'we -can well 'pare a small
mite of our means to promote the
case 'df tcducationi among. those of
onr own color and blood. The tax
required for 'the support of the pub-
lic schoo'ls, is 'noreinal--being one
mill on the dollar, on the ad t alorem
amount of taxa'ble 'proporty in the
Parish, andishould this be insufficient,
from the impoverished 'corditiion of
the country, private cont-ibutions
may be resorlted to, to male up the
deficiency. We hope that the Police
Jury of our Parish will enter at once
into the discharge of this important

duty and proceed to the division of
the Parish intd "'Village Schools," as
suggested by Mr. Lusber. No ques-
tion of greater import has ever been
presented to their consicderation, and

And it is provided thlat ii;, lpon ex-C
tllAi nation, such plerso ns are found
to, crone within tle meaning of t hie
word vagn rant, as (dlcil',.l in said
statue, they shall then hle iinmpison('d
ii the plarish jails for a period of
s'x mnonths. This law aplplies to the
freedmen us well as to the while
ma1. The colmpplint eannot be
made that it bears wvith nf nlual se.
verity upon those lately in slavery
for the lawc having been made when
they were under the power and con-
trol of masters, did not then g'ove(rn
them. It was made to apply only
to whites and other frece persons.
Good and industrious freed men will
nothing to fear from the execution
of such a law, for they can at all
times obtain work and emnltl•cyment;
only vagabonds and idlers will suf-
fer.

Whenever freedmen have been ar-
rested and convicted as vagrants,
it shall be the duty of the Provost
Marshals, or other agents of ll,it
Bureau, to request the civil authori-
ties to transfer such persons to them,
either when convicted or after a
short imprisonment. In case such
transfers are made, they shall at once
obtain for tl,em emnployment for tile
,elisuing' year, from good and resion
sibleperons. The usual forms of'
contract will be made in such cases

Washington, July 3d -The Demo-
cratic memblers in Congress have
published a stirring address to the
people of the United Stales.

Washington, July 3--The address
by the Democratic members in Con
gress is as follows
"To tihe People of the United States:

"Danger s threaten the Constitu-
tion. The citadel of our libe'ties is
directly assailed. The future is
dark nuloss the people will come to
lthe rescue. In the hour of peril,

'Nationtal Union should be the watch
word ol every true Iman. As essein-
tial to the national Union, we must
maintain u nimpaired the rights, the
dignity and the eqiality of the
States, inecltding the right f reprue-
sentation in Congress and the execu-
tive right of each State to control
its own concerns, subject to the
Constitution of the. United States.
After a uniform construction of the
Constitution for more than a half a
century the assumption of new and
arliitrary powers in the federal gov-
eornmenlt is subvervise of our system
and destractive of liberty. A free
interchange of opinion and kind feel
ing between the citizens of all the
States is necessary to the plerpetuity
of the Union. At present eleven
States are excluded frlom the nation-
al councils. For seven long months
the present Congress has persistent-
ly denied any right of representation
to the people of those States. Laws
affecting their highest and dearest
interest have been passed without
their consent, and iu disreg-ard to
the fimdamental principles of free
government. This denial of repre-
sentation has been made to all. the
members fromna State, although the
Statr, in the language of the Presis
dent, presents itself not only in an
attitude of loyalty and harmony
but through represeiltatisves who,
loyalty cannot be questioned under
any existing constitutional or legal
test. The representatives of nearly
one third of the States have not
been consulted with roference to the
gmreat questions of the day: There
has been no nationality surrounding
the present Congress. There has
been no intercourse between the
repiresentatives of the two sections,
producing mutual confidence and

respect. In the lna •,gi;e of the dis
tinguished Lie•ut. (eneral, it is to be

regretted that at this time lhere can
not be a greater cotlinglinlg betvween
the ; itizens of tae t ',,o sections, and
particularly ':f these entr,.stecd with
the laI-nmaking p'o.wer. This state
of thirn s shouldl be removed qt Once
anl ireyver. T'h!retire to preserve

ithe nlla)t)! al Uunl io l ' to v indicate the
lia'ti trncv of our admired Constitu-

tiua, to g'uird the States from covert
attetlipts to deprive them of their
Ir' psi ion in the Union, and to
lrin' tl,:Iethler lthos)e who are uiinat-
orally severed, and for those great
natiional purposes only we cordially
apiprove the call for a Nationiil
Union Covenitiliin, to be held at the
city of Philadelplia, on the second
Tuesday, on the 241tl day of Augnnt
next and endorse the prlinciples
therein set forth. W\\e therefore res-
pectfully, but earnestly, urge upon
our citizens in each State, Territory
and Cong'ressional District in the
United States, in the interests of the
Union, anad in a spirit of harimony,
and with direct reference to the
principles contained in said call 1to
ac t p rom .ptly in the selection of wise
muoderafive and conservative men to
represent thrlem in said convention,
to the end that all the States shall
at once be restored to their practical
relations to the Union, that the Con-
stitution shall be maintained, and
peace bless the whole country."

INTERESTING7 DECISON--The Snpr-re
me Court of Virginia has rendered a
decision which has an impqi'tant
hearing upon the subject of contracts
a-nd judicial proceedings occurring
during the late war.

It seems that a valuable estate,
known as "Soldiers Joy," the proper-
ty of the infant of Juo. J. London,
deceased, was sold under a decree of
the circuit court of Amherst county,
during the war, for Confederate mo-
ney, by tie guardian of the children.
1).. ._ London, tlhe uncle and as next.
I~iiid of said children, sought to set
aside the s~ale, on the groundtl that it
was isl:e al arid infornnal, and by ap
peal from the said Circuit Court, took
the case up to the supreme Court
,Judges Moncure and Joynes, present
dismissed the oppeal "as being im-
providently a&ar3ced," with costs
against the appellant London.

Thie questions arising in this case
woro, we presume.

1st. As to the validity of the dcrce
of the Court bcloviï¿½; -vluile thly Stale
of Virginia was in armed res.istance
to the authority of the United States
Government and

2d Wnetllher Confederate money
was ;, legal consideration of a coiln-
tract made, execnted and rdtified
under a decree of this court.

We fully concur with the Supreme
Court of Virginia in the opinion that
the decisions ofthe State Courts,
during the war, are entitled to as
much respect and effcet as before or
since, and the contracts of parties
made during the samna period;.are as
honestly and legally binding upon
them-notwithstanding the facts that
the consideration was Confederate
money-- as thoughl the said ontracts
had been bound upon the considera-
tion of gold; and we herald this de-
cision, coming as it does from the
highestjlidicial authority of one of
the oldest and most conservative
States of this cointry, as anr indica-
tion that reason and law are taking
the place of passion and prejudice in
the decisions of our judicial tribunals.
We confidently look forward to the
time when the courts of the country
will urniversally concede the fact
that the Confederate Government
was a Government de facto; that all
living under it were boun'ld by it-
authority; that the decisions of the
courts were entitled to respect, and
had full legal force and effect, and
that contracts were not vitiated by
tne Confederate money which was
their consideration.

It is altogether appropriate that
the noble old State of Virginia, which
has in times past repudiated Radica-
lism in all its form, should at this
time take the lead in the conserva-
tive administration of law and justice.
