The period of the er-
isfeiee of this insect, in each and all of its
geveral stages, varies with the lesser or
greater degree of meisture and tempera-
ture of the atmosphere, During the lifs
time of the moths they may  be seen, in
the evening, flying from blossom to hlos-
som of the cotton plant, the cow-pea. ete,,
feeding npon the nectar of the flowers,

About the Gth and six days they begin
to inerease rapidly in size, and to bo ex-
tremely destructive. From the tenth to
fifteenth day, gonerally about the eley.
enth and twelfth days, they enter the
cirysalis state,  The wornt approaches
the edge of a leaf, which it draws over
itself by means of numerous sillen threads,
until completely enveloped.

On the yoad they deser-
ted their colors, proceeding to the puebla
of Metepee, where some people joined
thent, and there a pardoned — deserter call-
el Abraham Plata was chosen chisf; This
new guerrilla shaped his conrse for the
cienda of Atizapan, where they seized
a great many animals, and carried off the
owner, 1, Manuel Gomez, whom they re
lepsed at Tenango, on receipt of an ao-
known arount of ransom money. They
acted at this place as at the first, takin
away all horses and arms to be found, ang
departing on their way, it wassupposed to
Jalatioco.  In copsequenco of this, t.h_s
road between Toluea and Cuernavuca is
thonght to be very insecure.

Avcording to the same letters the rest
of the Toluea garrison, about el l:;-jv
strong, was surrounded by a force of Al-
gevines, dismrmed and seized, officers and
all, b their awn quarters, One bateh of
prisonces had alieady started to Mexico.
