Strengthen the
churches? Yes. Better the conditions
of high schools? Tes. Give a sound
and practical support to the Young
Men's Christian Association? Tes. Any
man who is not doing something In one
or all of these directions is out of date,
and behind the times.

WJEAT BUSINESS MX IT CAN DO
Now, I have told you something

bout the boy himself, and I have
tried briefly to emphasize the tremend-
ous importance of the right home life
and the right attitude the father
should have toward his boy. For that
matter too. I would say this H the
attitude any man should have toward
any boy in whom he Is Interested.

Again let me remind you that I have
spoken almost entirely about the older
hoy. If jt-- have any doubts as to this
adolescent age belnyr the great crisis
of i mans life, stud the criminal sta-
tistics in this and any country. Go
through the jails, the insane asylums,
rescue homes and slum missions; go to
these big Institutions where they are
trying to filter the muddy currents or
broken manhood; listen to the stories
of the inmates. Where did they start
the down-grade- ? In 90 percent of cases
they will start off with "When I was a
boy" and yo uwill find it was from
13 to IS years of age that the real
trouble began.

Men of America! How long, oh. how
long are we going to be content with
so much of this rescue work at the
middle age and latter end of life, in-

stead of Keeping the stream of boy life
full and clear? I wilt volunteer that
there is not a mn In this room but
would give his last thousand dollars
to a good cause If It meant caving one
boy of this town from going wrong. A

thousand dollars to save one boy? What
a price to pay! No, It is not. Ten
thousand dollars It is worth if he
were your boy.

I rejoice to know that you, as a club
of Influential men are facing this great
problem at present and believe that you
will give It most serious consideration.
From conversations with some of you
men, I understand that you are just at
that point in the history of Hammond
where many of your prominent citliens
are convinced that a sound constructive
program should be considered a pro-
gram which will embrace the whole

boyhood of Hammond and which should
aim to meet this most urgent need. All
