because of the stoppage of supplies. When
Com. Farrago t's fleet got up above tbe
mouth of Red river, Texas, the great source
of Beauregard's supplies were cat off. As
our fleet advanced op tbe Mississippi, the
region from which the rebels could draw
food for their great army daily, became less,
so that the position at Corinth became
gradually, but furely, untenable.

New York, May 30. A Fortres3 Monroe
letter says: Our fleet in James river has
been incteased by the Cour De Leon, Step-
ping Stone and Island Belie. Tbey have
beu np the Appomattox to Port Walthern,
which is fire miles from Petersburg. There
were no defenses of importance ou ihe
river as far as they went.

Deserters report a Ftrong under current
of Union feelirg iu Petersburg, and great
suffering from a scarcity of fjod. Flour is
$17 per bbl., senrce, and rising. There are
only 3 000 trooj S at Petersburg. Our forces
have held communication overland with
Geo. Burnside.

New York, May 30. Tbe Commercial
has the following copy, of a letter from a
merchant in New Orleans to a business
friend io this city. The wri'er is a lare
slave bolder :

New Oiilbans, May 25.
We have now passed a crisis iu puluical

affairs in this city. Moat of tbe true Un-
ionist and patriots have b "en victims and
suffered ia property and business and still
more io fueling. Under ihe most vindictive
persecution our city is des itu'e of every-
thing. It 13 useless to ex(.ec. anything
like a safe, business or personal ealety in
any part of the slave Stales uulrss the
whole couutry is held by a military occu-pa.ir- y

and military power.
0:ie-ihi- rd of our population must be ex-

pelled from tbe country, aud ilieir places
supplied by Northern colonist. It will take
years to subdue the proud despots, and over-
throw finally ih:s tyranny which has tuled
absolutely, wherever slavery exists. I have
livid here forty years ; I know almost every
one, and something of everything that is
d iug. I think there will tea fine opening
for commerce here. New Orleans will

be a greater center if business than
heretofore. My properly is lying idle.

I am losing tbe revenue of ordinary
times. Our currency is useless for all busi-
ness purposes. Our banks will resume
specie payment soon, and scatter ihe Con-
federate tragi! to tne winds. I repeat tbere
must be a strict military occuprtion of ibis
whole country for years. ;

The population must be cliangid and
slavery abolished, before ortr peace and
Snftsiy an be established in any part of this
country. The old pirates and buccaneers
have ouly beeu driven ashore from tbe Gulf
by steam power on the sea. They have
vastly multiplied in numbers and increased
in villidny by the change.
