The public debt of the United States
may be divided into three classes—that
contracted priorto the loan of $250,000,-
000 geanted in July, 1861; the loan of
that date, and those authorized by Con-
gress at ita Iast session,

The amount of debis of the first clasa
will probably reach about £118,000,000,
Of the gecond elass, the $250,000,000
loan, 150000000 is made up of 7
310ths, of which ahout 132 000,000
have been issued: £50,000,000 six per
cents. due in 1851, amd $50,000.000 of
the demand notes which were made re-

ceivable for dues &t the custom house. |

About one-half of these are already can-
celled, and are being retired at the rate
of 200,000 per day. Their places, iow-
ever, are supplied hy what are termed
the “new issne” of demand notes.

Since the passage of the act of July,
1861, the goveinment bas relied chietfy
npon its demand notes, wpon the depos-
its made with the several sul-treasurers,
and on the issue of certifieates of in-
debtedness.  Of the latter, ahout $66 -
000,000 have been issned.  OF the “new
igsne” of treasury notes nhout £113,000,.-
(00 are already in cirenlation. The de-
partment is now paving them out at the
rate of §600,000 duily, Of the class of
notes known as the 5-20ths, 818,571,100

[ e no doubt of their realizing an im-

amepse sum, sxnd furming a secure hasis
gk only for the payment of interest ae-
M on the public debt, but for its
b extingnishment upon the close of
the war. The abundance of money
demonstrates the alility of government
to borrow to any required amount. As
previously argued by us, the nation finds
no ditficulty in sustaining the burdens of
the war, as it poasesses in abundance
whatever is necessary for its prosecution
—men, food and materials, and muni-
" tions of all kinds. 8o leny asthe people
will dispose of these for the obligations
of govornment, no finuocial embarrass-
ment need be fearvel,

In the present Fnancial condition of
the nution, conseguently, all is well. The
people have not lost a jot of their conli-
dence, notwithstanding the fiilure in the
operations “of the Government, They
feel that want of success hus been due to
incompetency in those who have directed
itinirs, not to any weakness of the cause,
or in the means of its maintenance and
support.  Conlidence is uuubated thas
the right man in the right place will at
lust appear.

| the increase of the free colored popula-
tion has been but 12,23 per cent., whilst
 the increase in slaves during the same
riod is 2244 per cent.
| Whilst the whites, from 1850 to 1860
have gained 38 per cent., the slaves and
free colored have incrensed somewhat
 less than 22 per eent., and the total in-
| erease of the free eolored and slaves for
| seventy vears was but 435 per cent,
| against 757 per cent. for the whites. At
| the present rate of increase, the free col-
| ored and slaves will number at the year
I 1900 sumewhat over 4,000,000, less than
| one-eleventh of the whole population »f
the country. There iz, it is evident, no
danger of this country’s being overrun
Ly the negroes, as some have cxtrava-
| gantly supposed.

Attention is called to the excess of the
male populuation in the United States
over that of other countries.  In Califor-
nia the males ovtnumber the females
near 67,000, whilst iu Ilinois; it reachbs
U2,000 or one-teuth of the whole popula-
tion. In Colorado the males are twenty
to one female, Whilst in Massachusetts
on the other hand, the frmnales outnum-
Lier the males some 37,600,

The report containg some interesting
statistics in relation to slavery among
the Indians, The Choctaws held 2,207
slaves, the Clierchces 2504, and other
nations in less population, A few are
large sluveholders, Lut for the most part
they will average bLnl six slaves toa
slaveholder,

With regard to fagitive sluves it is sta-
ted that the number of slaves who escap-
ed from their masters in 1360, is not
only much less"in proportion than in
1850, bat is rmlum‘-ll numerically. All
the folly about the ineressed number of
fugitives isoverturned by these statistics.
The next census will, however, be slizht-
ly different we imagine, in this respect,

As the number of representatives de-
pends upon population, we find that the
REAVODHETRWEY SRR v e
whichin 1790 had nincteen representa-
tives has now only eleven, whilst Ohio
which was ouly admitted into the Union
in 1802, *has now nineteen represen-
tatives. Thus whilst the North-western
States have heen rapidily” advanecing in
population, they have also acquired in
population, poiitical power. The power
of the old Stntes is gradually declining,
whilst that of the new, as rapidly increas-
ing. Though her greater increase in
population during the pust fifty years,
the North bas gradually attained the as-
cendaney in political power, in the
Union,

The rate of representation under the
census of 1790 was one represgentative to
every 33,000 of representative popula-
tion, whilst it is fixed by the last census
at one representative to every 127 000,

From the statistics of mortality we
find that in Oregon, California, Michi-
gan and Minnesotn, thore has been the
least per cent ol denths = The lowest per
cent is in Oregon, and i3 046, The
greatest is in  Arknosas, and reaches
2.06. In Indiana it is 1.15; in Illinois,
L14. Thus it will lie seen that the pro-
Qnrtion of deaths is the least in the
Northwestern States.  Whilst 1t is the
greatest in the Southwestern States, Ar-
Kansas and Louiziann.

The number of deaths lias been great-
est in May. March is the next fatal
month.

There are many things which might
be given of interest but want of gpace
forbids. We give part of the conclugion
of the report in full

“The fizures which we have given
make it appear that during the decade
frem 1859 to 1860, our population, in the
aggregate has increased more than thirty
five per cent.  More than ity millions
of acres of land were brought ioto cul-
tivation. The productions of agricul-
ture lnlillill]it‘t}'jil ratio greater than the

cesscd were essential o the nogotiation
of' loans. They bave not come in the de-
gree predicted or expected; yet it would
Le fur easier for the Government to bor-
row to-day than it was a year ago. We
refer to this to show that 1t is always un-
galie to  underestimate the financial
strength of a people.  Onithe courary,
the war will rllcmun;itruu- a strgugih ui
the part of the nation fur transcending
whatever was elaimed for it by its most
ardent advocutes,  The naturasl resources
of this cotuntry sire so vast that no limit
eun Lo placed unpon its productiveness
under the $imulus of great neceessity, or
demand, especially so long as the war is
oot waged upon Northern soil.  Wiil
our Anancial strength unabated, all other
things will come in due time,  The ex-
pericnce, under similar vircumsiances,
of all nations addicted to pesce, has been
gimilar toour own. Butthe work of
preparation is going on, while smilitary
tulent is being developed, so that we are
really making vastly geater progress
than 18 supposed. In the meantime we
are consolidating our political unity,
guining in conlidence and in experience,
which eanuot fail, in the end; to conduct
to complete success,
