FROM WHITE RIVER.

Cairo, Jan. 25.
By the kindness of Dr. D. P. Heap,

special bearer of dispatches to Washing-
ton from the United States Mississippi
Squadron, I learn the following interest- -
ing news from your correspondent with
Admiral Porter's fleet:

-- Mouth of IVhite River, Jan. 19.
" The expedition this day returned

from Des Are, 210 miles from this place,
and 40 "or 50 above St. Charles. The
first boat to return was the Forest Rose,
sent up with Gen. M'Clernand's dispatch
to Gen. Gorman. Gorman had orders
to go up and capture St Charles. He
found it abandoned and kept on up the
river. The Forest Rose reached Saint
Charles, Friday. The gunboat Cincin- -
nati was found there. The transports
with Gorman's troops passed up to Clar-
endon and finally reached Duvall's Bluff.
The Forest Rose kept on up the rivT and
reached Bluff, Sunday, preceded by the
gunboat DeKalh -- JkwTeti irt fTall's
Bluff, they found dinner ready cooked,
but not eaten, and the Confederates, all
bat seven, absent. They had departed
in Rtich haste they had forgotten to take
their guns. A large quantity of ammuni-
tion, two eight-Inc- h guns, two hundred
Enfield rifles, two platform cars aud some
provisions were captured. The works at
the bluff were not complete. The natur-
al defences are good. It is lTo miles from
the mouth of White River.

The DeKalb and Forest Rose (trans-port- s)

and several hundred troops then
passed to Des Are, where they arrived on
Sunday. Captain Walker landed with
only the dispatch bearer, Dr. Heap, and

''The truth is, the Yankees are in
great force in the verv heart of the Con
federacy. They swarm on all our bor-

ders, and nearly two hundred thousand
of them are within two days' march of
the Confederate capital. The Yankees
have much to encourage them in the
prosecution of the war, and we see not a
little to excite serious apprehensions as
to the future. There is a limit to the
endurance of the brave men at Tulla-hom- a,

Grenada, and Vicksburg. They
must be sustained, strengthened, and

If, in the next two months,
we do not add 75,000 to 100,000 men to
our forces in the South-wes- t, we shall
come to grief. If we do add them, we

are safe beyond a peradventure, and
next summer will witness the final tri-

umph of our arms."
IMPORTANT NEWS FROM MEXICO.

The latest advices direct from the
City of Mexico are to Dec. 21. They
represent the people as united and con-

fident of beating back the French army.
Puebia is believed impregnable. Gen.
Rosas had a successful engagement with
the invaders. The following dispatches
had been received from Gen. Ortesa:
"Puebla, Dec. J'J, 1862" received in
Mexico the same day. " To the Minis-

ter of War: Gen. Rivera communicates
to me by express that he succeeded in
laVYiME in ambush a force of cavalry and
infantry at a place called Los Vigas;
that they fired upon the French at close
quarters, and that the French were taken
completely by surprise. He tells me, be-

sides, that he cut them up badly, and
that he will report in detail hereafter.
At the time the engagement occurred
there was a dense fog. The infantry was
from Flacbstulam. Gen. Pienga reports
that they behaved very well.

"Puebla, Dec. 19, 1862."

Received the same day:
''To the Minister of War:

'General Rivera communicates to me
bv express that an encounter had taken
place between his troops and the invad-

ing army which has moved from Jalapa,
atitl it seems that the whole of his troops
were engaged. The engagement was
bloody, and lasted three hours. The
honor of the national arms has remained
untarnished, particularly if it be taken
iuto consideration that the brave soldiers

j under command of General Rivera were
less in number than the eighth part oftlie
invaders, and that their object was to an-

noy the enemy in the direction of I'erose,
rather than prevent his advance. Al-

most all our force was cavalry.
"Signed Ortega."
