from Annapolis, in 1781: "We bave re-
solved to raise immediately seven hun-
dred and fifty negroes, to be incorpo-
rated with other troops, and a bill is now
almost completed." j

Gen. Washington Wrote these words to
Lnurens, of South Carolina, who made
continual efforts, without success, to pro- - j
cure the enlistment of blacks:

"I must confess that I am not at all
astonished at the failure of your plan, j

That spirit of freedom which at the com- -
mencement of this contest would have
gladly sacrificed everything to the attain-mento- f

its object has long since subsided, '

and every selfish passion has taken its
place. It is not the public, but private,
interest which influences the generosity
of mankind, i.or can the Americans any
lonjjer boast an exception."

Thus it will be seen from the facts
which we have stated that negroes fought
in ihe war of the Revolution, and were
cosnidered desirable soldiers .Gn Wash-
ington, and the patriots of his day, were
not so squeamish 03 people are in our
times. Let us look at the fighting qual-
ities of negroes as displayed in another
field.

In St. Domingo, in the year 1794,
emancipated slaves rallied voluntarily to
the aid of the French Governor, against
the English and Spaniards. A negro,
Tonissiant. L'Overture was finally ap-
pointed Commander-in-Chie- f of the whole
army, composed ot French and negroes.
Under his management the tide of war
was turned against the English and
Spaniards. In 1797, the English were
driven from the island by Touissiant,
who then obtained exclusive control of
affairs. Under his administration, the
colony flourished and commerce revived.
The whites were reinstated in complete
possession of their estates, and blacks
and whites were placed on an equality.
This state of affairs continued until Na-
poleon Bonaparte, then First Consul, re-
solved
rri .

to restore...slavery in St Dominsro.
i nen it was mat the negroes rose to
arms in self-defens-e not in servile in-

surrection, for they were free and after
a tremendous conflict succeded in driv
ing the French also from the island.

Gen. Jackson, in 1814 and '15, to bis
defense of New Orleans, employed ne-
gro troops, and was delighted with the
experiment Just before the celebrated
battle of the 8th of January he delivered
to the negro troops the following address,
in the presence of the who e army:
To the Men of Color:

Soldiers From the shores of Mobile
I collected you to arms. I invited you
to share in the perils and to divide the
glory of your white countrymen. I ex-
pected much from you, for I was not un-
informed of those qualities which must
render you so formidable to an invading
foe. I knew that you could endure hun-
ger and thirst, and. a.11 thn h.rii.u:-- - c.

your nativity, and that, like ourselves,
you had to defend all that is dear toman;
but you surpass my hopes. I have found
in you, united to those qualities, that no-

ble enthusiasm which impels to great
deeds. Soldiers! the President of the
United States shall be informed of your
conduct on the present occasion, and
the voice of the representatives of the
American nation shall applaud your
valor, as your General now praises your
ardor. The enemy is near; "his sails
cover the lakes," but the brave are uni-

ted, and if he finds us contending among
ourselves, it will be for the prize of
valor, and fame, its noblest reward.

How different Jackson, who cast preju-

dice aside, and thus gained good and
willing soldiers, from Vallandigham and
others of his ilk, who would rather see
the Union destroyed than have negroes
aid its preservation. At the beginning
of the present war the people of the
North were much opposed to the em-

ployment of negroes as soldiers. They
are" fast, however, coming to their senses.
There are now several negro regiments
in the Federal army; and steps are being
taken for the organization ot more.

The negroes of the plantations are
hardy, capable of enduring the greatest
privations, and the severities of the hot
climate of the South. They seize gladly
upon the opportunity of fighting in a
war which they know will bring about
their freedom. The negro troops em-

ployed on the coast have proved to be
obedient, willing and capable soldiers.
In the skirmishes in which they have
been engaged thev have conducted them
selves so as to elicit the admiration of
their commanders.

It is asked. What shall be done with
the negroes freed by the Proclamation of
Emancipation? Organize them into
regiments. Let them not only assist in
building fortifications, &c, but let them
fight

Negroes as Soldiers.

The American people having been ac-
customed to associate the idea of slavery
with that of Negro, have been blinded

his good traits of character, and have
done great injustice to the capacitv of

race. When we reflect that portions
all races, have been, at different peri-

ods of the world's history, held in slave-
ry, and consider that slavery is not pe-
culiar to the Negro, we are "better pre-
pared to form a correct estimate of hi3
capacity. We cannot form a correct
judgment until we throw aside our preju-
dice, and estimate his qualities as a
man, not as a slave. As our govern-
ment is about, ri,iinr,ic.e " ,

negroes for the arrr.v, it may be well
enough to consider, in view of known
facts, the fitness of negroes for the duties

soldiers. In ancient times tbey were
considered good fighting men. In the
wars between the Romans and Cartha-genian- s,

the negroes employed proved
themselves to be equal to any soldiers in

world; and as cavalrymen were supe-
rior to any. In.the wars, of which we
have any account, waged among them-
selves, they exhibited powers of endur-
ance, bravery, and contempt of death, as
great as were exhibited by the European
races. During the Revolutionary War

setts Historical Society, by Mr. George
Livermore, we learn the following facts:

Cat MM Attacks, at one time a slave,
the 5th of March, 1770, rallied a wa-

vering crowd of citizens, and leading
them against the British soldiers, fell,

first martyr in the Boston massacre,
which Daniel Webster said: "From

that moment we may date the severance
the British Empire." Attucks was

buried with public honors, and the stone
placed over the four victims of the mas-

sacre had this inscription:
Long as in Freedom's canse the wise contend.

Dear to your country nhall your fame extend ;

While to the world the lettered stone shall tell
hen Caldwell, Attucks, Gray and Moouuk ML

At the battle of Bunker Hill, n?gro
soldiers fought side by side with our an
cestors. "Samuel Lawrence, ot oroton,

one time commanded a company
whose rank and file were all negroes, of
whose courage, military discipline and
fidelity he alwayr, spoke with respect.
On one occasion, being out reconnoiter-in- g

with his company, he got so far in
advance of his command that he was
surrounded, and on the point of being
made prisoner by the enemy. The men
soon discovering his peril, rushed to his
rescue, and fought with the most deter-

mined bravery till that rescue was effect-

ually secured."
"At the commencement of the war,"

says Mr. Livtrmore, " it appears to have
been the custom for the free negroes to
be enrolled with the white citizens as
militia. In many instances slaves also
stood in the ranks with freemen, but
shortly it was ordered that only freemen
should be admitted to ttie army, ana oy
varioe3 regulations of most of the States,
it became a rule that a man who had
served the country against the enemy
was by that act made free."

Congress, at the motion of Southern
members, determined, in 1775, that ne-

groes be rejected from the army, but
they were there already, it would seem,
in "considerable numbers. Gen. Wash
ington wrote to Congress remonstrating
against their action; and Mr. Sparks
says: "The resolve was not adhered to;
many blacks were in service during all
stages of the war."

On the 23d of October, 1777, a Hes-

sian officer, who was with Burgoyne at
the time of his surrender, wrote in his
journal of our army:

" The negro can take the field instead
of his master; and therefore no regi
ment is to be seen in which there are
not negroes in abundance. Among
them are able-bodie- d, strong, and brave
fellows."

The capture of the British General
Prescott, near Newport, in 1777, was
performed by Colonel Barton, a negro
named Prince, belonging to his force,
butting in with his head the door of the
General's chamber.

Negroes were enlisted as " substi-

tutes in the army in Connecticut to the
number of some hundreds. Ihe Rhode
Island Assembly, in 1778, authorized the
enlistment of slaves, who were freed on
enlisting, and received the same pay as
white soldiers.

When Col. Green was surprised and
murdered near Point's Bridge, New
Vnrlf nil t he 14th of May, 1781, his col

ored soldiers heroically defended him

until they were cut to pieces, and the
enemy reached him over the dead bodies

of his faithful negroes.
In Maryland, John Cadwallader wrote
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
