Resoleed, That those men who are
constantly finding fault with the Admin-
istration and expressing doubts about
our ability to suppress the rebellion, and
who talk of peace by conciliation, com-
promise, and the recognition of the
Southern Confederney, are practical
enemies of oar country, and this wea-
sonable talk should not be toleruted;
and we believe all Federal officers, civil,
military, or naval, who talk thus should
be removed immedintely.

Resoleed, That we tender our thanks
to Gov. Morton for the faithful manner
in which he has discharged his duties,
and for his efliciency in providing for the
wants of our Foops.

Resoleed, That our State Legislature, |
in refusing to receive the Governor's

Message, degraded itself and wantonly
\ insulted the Govervor, and we bereby
i express our unqualified condemnation of
that act; and further, that the resolutions
passed by a faction of that body pledging
themselves to withhold men and mouney
for «he prosecution of the war may ex-
