(lis, above our hrnrls nt Ihthhhlinn nf
zealots, the rude force of mere numbers
in the control of the Government t" The
Journal thinks I he
States and communities are apt to be
radical, and need the wholesome con-- :
Bervatism of negro slavery to put a bri-- j
die on their mouths and keep them in
check. Negro slavery, then, is the basis
of the Journals conservatism; it is a
"vital institution of the Republic." Hold-- !
ing to this absurd dogma, it also enun-- i
ciates the atrocious one that the system
of slavery shall not be discussed.

It says:
"He "amongst, ns who, whatever the

purity of liis motive, or the lustre of Jus
character, should now attempt to iaau--

gurate here the question of emancipa-
tion, would be set down by common con- -

sent as a inischief-maker- , and the at
tempt would be stamped out as the
lio-iite- fuse nf the limnii-slipl- ! !"

It even avowed its belief that the "re- -

susitation of the Louisville Courier with
its open blasts of treason," would be pre-
ferable to the establishment in Kentucky
of a loyal paper which should dare to
say that slavery was an evil and should
advocate its gradual removal Ibis is
the simon-pure- , plantation blu sterinnr of
Barnwell llhett and Preston Brooks, and
will win just as little respect. A news-
paper which can publish .such miserable
stuff belongs properly either to South
Carolina or Bedlam. This is the day of
free speech, and people are determined
to discuss the sulject.of slavery, and its
relation to the welfare and existance of
the nation, just as freely as they discuss
all other subjects, even the sacred theme
of religion itself. t To the hectoring,
storming and "stamping" of bigotted pro-slave-

organs they pay as little regard
a3 they would to an edict of the Grand
Lama of Thibet, or a revalction from
Prophet Brigham Young. The day is
past when the crack of a plantation lash
can hush the voice of inquiry..

We have noticed the articles of the
Journal on the slavery question, and the
violence of its opposition to all the War
measures of the administration which
affect its pet institution, not on account
of their ability, or even respectability,
for their dullness, equals their venom,
but because they have been ushered be-

fore the public through the columns of a
newspaper, once as eminent for its talent
as it now is for its inconsistency and fee-

bleness. Its present stupidity parades
itself in the garments of a reputation
which is a thing of the past, and it is the
"outward seeming," only of that news-
paper which makes its errors so perni-
cious.

"Why is it perfectly conservative to kill I

the slave-owuer- and yet radical to
emancipate the slave ? S'ashville Union.

Premising that the Union by a figure
of speech here puts the slave-owne- r for
the rebel in arms, we will answer if 3

question, for the answer covers the whole
ground of conservatism as opposed to
radicalism in this struggle.

The answer is two-fol- d. 1. Because
the latter is contrary to the constitution
and the laws of war, and the former isn't.
2. Because the latter serves to proniote
th'e success of the rebellion, and the
former doesu t.

In other words, the latter is false in
principle anu laise in policy, tending to :

destroy the Lnion and Constitution, while
the former, on the contrary, is right in
principle and right in policy, tending, in
this most unhappy exigency, to preserve
the Union and the.Constitution. There-
fore, the one is conservative or preserva-
tive, and the other is radical or destruc-
tive.

Such is the argument against radical-
ism an argument which we in common
with other conservatives have developed
time and again, but which it has never
been answered, and never wilt be. It is
unanswerable. Lou. Journal.

"Such is the argument against" what
the Journal calls "radicalism." Such
it truly is, consisting of four absurd and
groundless assertions embraced in the
two "answers" of the Journal, which it
does not and cannot sustain by one iota
of proof. We thank the Journal for thus
.condensing it3 favorite folly into two
brief paragraphs, and then admitting
that "such is the argument against radi-
calism " " it covers the whole ground of
couservatism as opposed to radicalism."
True to its blockheadism and penchant
for misnomers, the Journal calls its bold
assertions "arguments," It takes for
granted the very things which it ought
to prove. It does well to skip over even
the form of argument, for its assertions
are supremely nonsensical.

Let us look at them a moment. ' The
Journal asserts that it is conservative to
kill a rebel slave-own- in arms, but it is
radical to emancipate his slave. To kill
the rebel master tends to preserve the
Union and the Constitution, but to de-
prive him of his slave, for military rea-
sons, "tends to destroy the Union and
the Constitution." The armed rebel may
be deprived of his life, for that is conser-
vative"; but not of his property in the
negro, who feeds and clothes him, for
that would be radical. Now it is certain
that, antecedent to the war re integra
the Federal Government had no right
either to kill the master or to free his
slave. There is no clause in the Consti-
tution which authorizes it to do either,
and if it d)es either now, its justification
must be found in that great law of n,

which is above all other
laws,, and of greater authority than any
Constitution. The slaughter of thou-
sands of armed rebels on the various
battle-field- s of this War of Nationality is
the very ultimate of radicalism, which
cannot go farther than to blot out one's
existence. The emancipation of the
slave is to his owner the loss of only one
species of property, while the killing of
the owner includes the loss of every-
thing. According to the "logic" of the
Journal, the destruction of a part is
"radical or destructive," while the de-

struction of the whole is "conservative
or preservative! " The Journal argues
that a part is greater than the whole;
it is worse to free the slave than to kill
his rebellious master.

But the Journal professes to think
that the emancipation of the slaves in
the rebellious States, who feed and
clothe and support the rebel armies,
" serves to promote the success of the
rebellion;" but it takes care not to ad-

vance a word of proof to support an
assertion which is so supremely preposter-
ous that its statement is its own refuta-
tion. If the Emancipation Proclama-
tion renders the slaves in the States to
which it applies unmanageable, and val-

ueless, it is clear that the rebel govern-
ment and armies can derive no help
from their labor, and must fall to pieces1.

On the other hand, if the Proclamation
be a brvlum J'ulmen, it can effect noth-
ing for or against the Union cause. But
we are told it has exasperated the South-
ern people, and made rebels of loyal
men. We deny it positively, and defy
any one to produce evidence that such is
the fact. Show us one Union man who
has faltered in his loyalty in consequence
of Emancipation Proclamations. We
have heard a good deal of such stuff, and
demand the proof. It is not true; not
one word of it On the contrary, it is
an atrocious calumny against a body of
