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CLEWS' REVIEW OF FINANCES. 

It appears that the improved condi­
tions in the stock market have been 
due to a feeling that the worst of the 
liquidation is over and that prices 
must recover from the abnormally 
low level Induced by that liquidation.

Construction work in all the 
large business centers of the .country 
have been postponed for a time and 
large amounts of steel will be used 
within the next four or five years.Then 
too, the railroads of the country must 
continue to be heavy purchasers of 
steel to complete the'extensive im­
provements that have , been started or

In the present situation seen by Mr. 
Clews is the "evident willingness of 

i labor to accept its share of the reac­
tion in this important industry. Wages 
have been unusually high and it was 

: impossible to reduce the costs with­
out imposing a share upon labor,which 
had enjoyed exceptional advantages. 
A moderate decline in wages seems 

. likely to be accepted without the fric-

. lion and hindrance that was feared, 
%hich promises well for the future."

Indications cer­
tainly point to renewed activity in the 
stock market soon after we get into 
the new year; and the probability is 
that then the general trend of values 
will be upwards and not downwards. 
As previously stated, however, the 
market must be on the watch for sur­
prises, possibly in the far east or in 
case of the merger decision.

MAKE8 EXACT JUSTICE POSSIBLE 

The Washington Democrat indulges 
in a bit of unwarranted criticism of 
the present Iowa law, which provides 
that one year shall elapse between the 
imposition and execution of the death 
sentence. The Washington paper de­
clares that "it looks like barbarism" 
and then dramatically inquires, "after 
a man is sentenced to die, why tor­
ment him a year with the anticipa­
tion?" 

The taking of human life is always 
a serious question no matter whether 
it be done in the heat of individual 
passion or as a penalty imposed by a 
court for crime. In the first instance 
it constitutes a crime under the Iowa 
laws deserving of severe and often 
times extreme punishment depending 
largely upon the viciousness of^ its 
commission.v , | 

In metlng but punishment to such 
offenders it is the purpose of the law 
and courts to do exact justice—no 
more and no less. It is imperative in 
the workings of the court that justice 
shall be the only consideration in in­
flicting the death sentence and carry­
ing it to execution. That this object 
might be better attained it was devised 
by prominent men and. jurists of the 
state to allow a short period to elapse 
between the pronouncement of the 
sentence and the execution. 

It is occasionally seen that such a 
sentence pronounced at the close of 
a bitterly contested trial, does not do 
full justice. This interim, which the 
Iowa law provides, gives opportunity 
for the authorities to establish beyond 
question of doubt that guilt has been 
rightly placed and that the proper per­
son is to pay the penalty for crime.On 
the other hand it gives the condemned 
victim, should there be any doubt of 
his guilt, an opportunity to establish 
further proof of his innocence. 

Instead of partaking of "barbarism" 
as the Washington paper suggests, 
this law is entirely in keeping with 
the highest civilized idea of justice. It 
precludes the hasty consummaton of 
a summary demand of "a life for a 
life." It makes possible the certainty 
of unquestioned judgment or innocence 
and thereby aids in protecting the 
state against exacting a life, as pen­
alty for^ crime, against which it has 
up ,legal claim. 

V' ICWA VETERANS. 1 

The movement started by the sur­
vivors of the Fifteenth and Sixteenth 
Iowa regiments to secure the proper 
recognition of their services at the 
battle of Shiloh has not only been 
heartily endorsed by all the members 
of the Grand Army, but has aroused 
great interest among all Iowa citizens. 
It has been asked by these veterans 
that tbe services rendered by these 
regiments be recognized by proper in 
scriptlons on the Iowa monuments on 
the field of Shiloh. The Investigation 
in this matter has been very thorough 
and the report of Colonel Reid already 
widely published in all parts of the 
state gives unquestionable testimony 
that these regiments took an active 
and important part in the first day's 
fighting at Shiloh. 

The statement made recently by a 
member of the Iowa monument com­
mission gives a brief summary of the 
facts in the case that will be of inter­
est to all Iowans. It says: 

"What really happened in regard to 
these two regiments is that they ar­
rived at Pittsburg Landing on Sunday 
morning early and for the first time 
loaded their guns. They were raw re­
cruits right from the farms of Iowa. 
They were hurried forward in antici­
pation of a great battle under General 
Grant. They were ordered to Pren­
tiss' division and started. There was 
a wide gap between Prentiss and Mc-
Clernand and these regiments march­
ed right into this gap and they en­
countered the confederate forces that 
had gone far beyond the federal line 
of battle. Right there, between two 
divisions of Grant's army, in a pocket 
of the deep woods these raw Iowa 
soldiers fought nearly two hours and 
lost hundreds c*f their men but held 
the rebels in cfheck. The regiments 
were later ordered by Grant to join 
McClernand's division as it was seen 
| that he needed, them more than Pren-
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tiss. Their hardest fight was all over 
before they were brigaded with any 
commander and nobody but the men 
themselves and their regimental of­
ficers knew what fighting they had 
done. Later, when the federal line was 
forced back and these two Iowa regi­
ments still held their positions, they 
found themselves in line. with other 
regiments. Their fighting in fact, took 
plaoe in the rear of the main body of 
Grant's great army. The first day at 
Shiloh was a sort of free for all, and 
these two Iowa regiments played their 
part well. If they did not do their 
fighting before noon of Sunday they 
did not fight at all on that day; yet 
the fact is they lost several hundred 
men. If history does not show that 
they fought before noon of April 6, 
1862 the history will not account for 
the death of hundreds of brave Iowa 
soldiers. We insist that the record 
on the monument shall show that 
these men died in battle and that the 
battle was before noon of the first day 
at Shiloh, just as shown by the report 
of the regimental officers made to 
General Grant and approved by him." 

The action of the survivors of these 
regiments in this mater is highly com­
mendable. That the regiment partici­
pated in the first day's fight there 
can be no doubt. The reports of the 
colonels of the regiment is sufficient 
proof that these organizations took a 
trying part in the fight on that bloody 
field, but as suggested by the com­
missioner the hundreds of dead and 
wounded left on the field at the end of 
that day bears still more eloquent and 
undeniable testimony to the stubborn­
ness with which they contested every 
foot of the ground with the enemy. 

INTERIOR DEPARTMENT REPORT. 
Among the questions discussed by 

Secretary E. A. Hitchcock in his an­
nual report of the interior department, 
his review of Indian affairs and growth 
of this public schools are worthy of 
notice. Throughout the history of 
this government the management of 
the Indian affairs has been a ques­
tion that has called for the best ef­
forts of public men. 

During the uast twelve months the 
Indian population of the United States 
has remained practically the same, 
270,000. Of this number the five civil­
ized tribes and New York Indians 
embrace about 90,000, leaving 180,000 
occupying the 156 reservations, con­
taining 55,127,000 acres outside of 
Indian territory and New York. For 
years the efforts of the government has 
been to educate the Indians. Though 
this work has been a slow one, there 
are evidences of its growth and cause 
for the belief in the final success of 
the work. The past year has wit­
nessed an Increase in the number of 
schools for Indians, the number for 
the fiscal year 1903 being 257, as com­
pared with 249 for the previous year. 

Briefly, Mr. Hitchoock summarizes 
the condition of the schools in the 
country in the following: 

The number of pupils In the common 
BChools enrolled during the year was 
15,925,887, the same being 20.28 per 
cent of the entire population, estimat­
ing the same at 78,544,816. The aver­
age daily attendance for 1902 was 10,-
999,273, the same being 69 per cent of 
the total number enrolled. This is the 
largest average attendance on the 
number enrolled ever reported in the 
United States. The average monthly 
wages of teachers is given as $49.05 
for males and $39.77 for females, a 
slight increase over the previous year.

It 
is probable that during the present 
year the government will be called up­
on to make payments for the canal 
concessions and construction, but the 
treasury is in excellent condition to 
meet all such demands. The business 
outlook is good. Gold to the extent of 
$20,000,000 has come into the country 
from the outside world during the past 
few weeks, and the general business 
situation is very favorable. This is a 
matter of gratification for the adminis­
tration.

Kansas City Star.—Not one Mis­
souri boodler is in the state peniten­
tiary.

W. Folk has labored Incessantly to 
send boodlers to prison. He has se­
cured the conviction of nineteen pub­
lic thieves—two of them millionaires. 
Four of these convictions have been 
passed on by the supreme court. All 
of them were reversed. There was 
no doubt about the guilt of three of 
the defendants. Meysenburg may have 
been innocent. Within two years oth­
er criminals—not politicians or mil­
lionaires—have committed murders, 
arsons and thefts. Many of them have 
been tried and convicted, thrir sen­
tences affirmed by the supreme court, 
and their terms of imprisonment part­
ly served. But not one boodler is in 
state's prison. Fraud in the legisla­
ture was flagrant. Bribery is known 
to have cost the people many thousands 
of dollars for favors p based of 
senators by corporations. There have 
been Ave senators indicted. One of 
them has been convicted. One had a 
mistrial. It has been too early to 
expect final action by the final court.

SPEAKER TWENTY MlNCHffs. 

Washington Post.—The government 
has scores of portrait galleries, but, 
save the paintings of a long line of 
presidents, which adorn the "TOhite 
House walls, there is none finer, than 
that in the rear lobby of the house, 
where the likenesses of speakers look 
down upon thousands of dally passers-
by. All, since the last congress ad­
journed, have been refurnished and put 
in identic gilt frames. 

There , is one break in the line of 
speakers, however, which probably 
will never be repaired in this Impos­
ing gallery. The portrait of Theodore 
M. Pomeroy will not be hung at the 
capital, although he was. In fact, as 
much of a speaker of the house, "as any 
of his predecessors or successors: He 
was elected to the high office for about 
twenty minutes March 3, 1869, just as 
the Fortieth congress was expiring. 
This, as is generally known, was to 
enable Schuyler Colfax to abdicate and 
go to the other end of the capitol to 
be sworn in as vice president a lid pre­
siding officer of the senate. The of­
ficial record bears ample evidence to 
future generations of Pomeroy's ap­
pearance in the chair. The house had 
nothing serious to do in the interval, 
and the new speaker was pelted with 
complimentary resolutions, express­
ing deep appreciation of his emi­
nent qualities and of his acumen with 
the gavel. . 

Pomeroy's federal career terminat­
ed with his brief but exceedingly spec­
tacular service as speaker.

His case will hinge upon two ques­
tions: First, whether he is or- was a 
polygamlst; an<J, second, whether his 
oath to the church Is miore binding 
than his oath of office. I am satisfied 
that his enemies will be unable to 
prove the charge of polygamy. I was 
out in Utah this summer and talked 
with many Gentiles about this case 
and they unanimously agreed; • that 
there was no foundation for the charge-
of polygamy. As to Sraoot's alle­
giance to the church hierarchy, the 
very articles of faith that he has men­
tioned wilT be produced to show that 
the church in no way interferes with 
the vnlHity of his oath as senator. 
With these two charges out of the 
way it is my belief that SmJoot will 
have smooth sailing. Of course,: there 
is strong prejudice all over the coun­
try against the Mormon church, and 
opposition to its gaining influence in 
politics, but this prejudice, ho : mat­
ter how well founded or how strongly 
it may be manifested, can not serve 
as a ground for Smoot's expulsion. 
That question must be decided by law 
and, for this reason, I am certain that 
Smoot will stay in the senate."
