Drawing his gun Detective Shorts
tgain commanded them to halt and in
order to escape danger of being shor,
the z.egro who made good his escape,
dodged behind a woman and two chil-
iren at.the corner of Ash and Maln
streets and started west on the Rock
Islan: tracks. Jones, the negro cap-
tured ran east on the Rock Island
iracks and was pursued by the offi-
sers.

Shots Attract Crowd.

Continulng to disregard the ecom-
mand to halt, the suspicions of the
officer were confirmed and firing, he
struck the ground at the feet of the
fleeing negro. This even spurred him
on rather than stop him and a sec-
ond, third and fourth shot rang out in
rapild succession, one of them taking
affect in the right hand of the negro.
By this time people began to be at-
tracted by the pistol shots and men
from the factories. railroad vards,
passing wagons and cars, stopped.their
operations and lent a hand in the
chase. N. Nelson, an emplove of the
Globe Tea Co., drew : small pocket
pietol and was asked hy Detective
Bhorts to hold the man under cover
until he returned with the other
negro.

FINANCE COMMITTEE SUSTAINED
IN RETAINING HIGH DUTY BY
SUBSTANTIAL MAJORITY IN UP-
PER HOUSE TODAY.
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Washington, June 23.--Without the
sign of a speech the senate today be-
gan voting on the lumber schedule as
S00n as a quorum had heen procured.
The first vote was on an amendment
by MeCumber proposing the rate of
one dollar per thousand on sawed lum-
ber instead of the rate decided by the
finance committee, $1.50 per thowsand.
The committee was sustained 44 to 24.

The McCumber amendment reduc-
ing differentials on planed or finished
lumber provided by the finance conu-
mittee to 33 1-3 per cent and reducing
the duty on sawed lumber to $1.25 a
thousand was rejected 30 to 49.

A vote was then taken on the one
position of the finance committee’'a
amendment placing a duty of $1.50 on
sawed Jlumber with differentials on fin-
ished lumber. The committee won by
the large majority of 50 to 28,

Gore's amendment allowing the free
entry of lumber for churches, educa-
tional institutions and publie buildings
was overwhelmingly defeated,

Pittsburg, June 23.—An explosion
occurred today in the mine of the
Lackawanna Coal and Coke company
at Wehrum, Indiana county. Over a
hundred men were in the mine and a
number are reported injured.

Af 10:45 o'clock three bhodies, ter-
ribly mutilated, had been recovered
from the mine. At that hour ten in-
jured men, some of them fatally had
been brought to the surface, As to the
extent of the aceident nothing definite
can be ascertained at present, but it
is apparently serious. Between 100
and 150 miners are in the mine.

At noon it is known that three
miners are dead, six fatally injured
and twenty-five seriously hurt, while
it is feared that sixty-five men still
in the mine may be burned to death.
The mine is burning fiercely at several
places and deadly black damp/is pour-
ing from the mouth, effectually pre-
venting a systematic rescure work,
