With Light Grades They Showed Ad­
vance Saturday in Chicago; 

Heavy Grades Firm. 
Stock Yards, Chicago, Feb. • 28.— 

Weakened demand for heavy steer^ in 
closing days of the week effected1 a 
recession of early advances of 10 @ 15c 
for bulk of steers of value abovt*' $6.25, 
but light and medium weight grades 
.selling at $5.50@6.2o .were strong sail­
ers to the finish, prices showing full 10 
<§>15c advance on a week ago. These 
grades were highest in months, prices 
being considerably out of line with 
those paid for well fed 1,300 to 1,400 li> 
steers, which sold at $6.50@>7. Killers 
have met brisk competition for light 
weights from feeder buyers and have 
been forced to pay greater advances 
for" heavy steers during recent weeks. 
A 8 against values in force at low point 
early in February, light and medium 
grade killing steers now show largely 
75c advance, while heavy beeves are 
only 35@50c higher. Receipts for the 
past week were 56 800, a decrease pf 
8,400 from a week ago, and expec­
tancy is for onh- a moderate nun this, 
week. Outlet for beef Is good, the 
hl»her trend of prices for hoes and 
sheep influencing a firm undertone in 
steers, belief being general that be­
fore lonar the cattle market will be on 
afmuoh higher basis than now In force. 
Beef is cheapest meat'at present, and 
should soon attract greater consump­
tive demand. Top steers in the past 
week made 48.10 although only a short 
crop went above $7.50. A year ago tops 
brought $7.
