i Governor."Carroll also told the dele­
gates tbatthey bad made a mistake. 
He told thfcm that he had faith in his 
plan to supervise the construction of 
iroads all over the state by county en­
gineers. Calm consideration would 
show this, he said. i 

"I want you to come back for anoth­
er convention a year from now, how­
ever," said Governor Carroll. "By that 
time I am confident that you will see 
the good in the county engineer sys­
tem and will be prepared to support 
it." » 

It Was on the county engineer propo­
sition that the delegates struck. When 
the committee reported in the reso­
lutions for adoption by the convention, 
the resolution containing favorable re­
port on the county engineer proposi­
tion the delegates got busy. 

A motion -by Chairman Adams of 
/the committee to adopt the report in 
full was amended to a consideration of 
itl.e report, section by section. 

In this manner the sections were 
read and adopted without any serious 
opposition until the county engineer 
section was reached. Then the up-' 
iheavalcame. 

Denounced as Scheme. 
One delegate(denounced it aa a 

noheme to create more offices, as a use­
less expense which wotild produce no 
tetter roads and would be a burden 

iiipon the people- He said it was fool­
ish for the convention to go on record 
for such a plan. 

I Than there were more talks , by dele­
gates against the proposition. A mo-
ion to adopt the provision was put to 

j. vote and the delegates snowed it un­
der by the vote of SI 5 to 168. 

WAccordingly it was stricken from the 
port. 
fhis section was considered by all 

We men behind the calling of the con­
vention as the most important of all 
the ̂ reforms advocated. The necessity 
of having an engineer to supervise the 
building of the roads was considered 
Imperative. During all his good roads 
talk Gorernor Carroll has advocated 
it strongly. Other speakers on the 
program have talked for it aud it6 im­
portance had been drilled into the del­
egates all through the convention. But 
they didn't agree and it was lost. 

Despite this unsatisfactory ending 
of the convention, the good roads 
movement will go on. A'Permanent or­
ganisation has been effected and this 
will become active throughout the 
state. Through this organization the 
good roads agitation will be kept up 
and it is the belief of the governor 
that when the next general assembly 
meets the movement'win be so strong 
that good legislation will be given at 
the hands of the general assembly. 

I Alohg with this movement will come 
ialso, it is stated, the continuation of 
the river-to-river road project which 
has been launched during the conven­
tion. 

There was a strenuous discussion 
t>etween the delegates yesterday noon 
as to proposition also. Two routes 
have been suggested, a northern route 
through Des Moines and a southern 
route passing through the • state along 
the line of the Burlington. The south­
ern delegates and*'the northern dele­
gates locked horns at a noon caucus 
Ibut when the Bmoke cleared away the 
northern route was victorious. 

So' the work will go on, it is predict­
ed. The convention voted for the per-
mahent organization scheme with the 
'following permanent • officers at the 
bead of It: President, Lafayette 
\oung, Des Moines; first vice presi­
dent, Dean W. G. Raymond, Iowa 
City; secretary-treasurer, Thomas H. 
IJdacDonald, Ames. 

Permanent Scheme. 
The plan of permanent organization, 
adopted by the convention and re-

ly 

ported in by the permanent oragnisa 
tion committee Is as follows: 

The permanent organization shall 
consist of a president, a first vice-
president, secretary-treasurer, who, 
together with one member from each 
congressional district in the stite shall 
constitute the executive committee. 
This committee shall select one man 
from each county in the state to act 
as a vice president to this association. 
And it shall be the duty of the county 
vice-presidents to co-operate with the 
woard of supervisors in the holding of 
county road meetings. It Bhall be the 
further duty of the executive commit­
tee to meet at the call of the presi­
dent and to perform such duties as are 
usually required by such a committee. 

We recommend to this convention 
the following gentlemen to serve as 
permanent officers: 

President, Hon. Lafayette Young, 
Des MoineB; first vice-present, jjean 
W. G. Raymond, Iowa City; secretary-
treasurer, Thomas H. MacDonald, of 
Ames. 

We recommend that the selection of 
the members of the executive commit­
tee be left to the president, vice-presi­
dent, and the secretary-treasurer. 

Enforce Drag Law. 
The remainder of the report of the 

resolutions committee W&H adopted. It 
favored a strict enforcement of thi» 
compulsory drag law, the organization 
of associations, and a law requiring 
supervisors to submit to the public all 
bids for road construction above cer­
tain sums. Further the delegates com­
mended Governor Carrol for his in­
terest in good roads and thanked the 
Commercial club and the people of Des 
Moines for the treatment accorded the 
convention. The fated provision, the 
one which caused the .trouble and by 
the rejection of which the delegates 
practically knocked the bottom out of 
the governor's good roads plan', is as 
follows: 

Sixth—That we advise legislation 
looking to the placing of the roads of 
the state under trained supervision, in­
cluding the creation of a state highway 
commision, the appointment of a 
state engineer, and the office of coun­
ty engineer, the latter to be appointed 
by the board of supervisors and to in­
clude in his duties those of the pres 
ent county surveyor, and no person 
should be eligible to appointment ex­
cept. he be thoroughly skilled in tho 
work of general road drainage, road, 
bridge and culvert building and con­
struction. We recommended that the 
county engineer be empowered to en­
force uniform standards of grading, 
bridge and- culvert building and con­
struction and drainage, and that he 
have supervision of the entire road 
work of the county and the road offi­
cers of every township in an advisory 
and directory capacity under the gen­
eral direction of the. board of super­
visors. . 

Resolutions Passed. , 
The resolutions adopted, with this 

stricken, and as spread on the rec­
ords of the convention are as follows: 

We, citizens of Iowa, gathered in 
convention at call of Governor Carroll, 
believe that Improved roads are the 
most urgent need of Iowa. We believe 
that the time will come when the state 
may be provided with a system^ of per-, 
manent highways, but we are of the op­
inion that this cannot to any consider­
able extent be brought about for some 
years for the reason that public senti­
ment is not yet sufficiently crystalliz­
ed as to the necessity for and the value 
of such roads not as to what kind of 
permanent roads should be built, and 
because the people are not yet ready to 
tax themselves the amount that would 
be required to build permanent high­
ways. Therefore resolved: 

First—That we urge the strict en­
forcement of the compulsory drag law. 

Second—That we commend the ac­
tion o those Iowa cities that are now 
systematically dragging the roads from 
the business districts to the corpora­
tion limit. 

Third—That we urge the organiza­
tion of those Iowa cities that are now 
roads associations. 

Fourth—That we indorse the excel­
lent work of the present highway com­
mission. 

Fifth—That we favor the construc­
tion of permanent culverts and small 
bridges of concrete or stone and to 
futher this work we recommend the en­
actment of a law authorizing the quali­
fied electors of every township to vote, 
if they choose so to do, a special tax 
for this purpose. 

Sixth—That we recommend a law re­
quiring the boards of supervisors to 
submit the proposition to the public for 
bids for road structures above a cer­
tain sum, and that the building of such 
structures shall be under the supervi­
sion of the county engineer. 

Seventh—That we extend to Gover­
nor Carroll our most hearty thanks for 
calling the present convention. We 
are grateful to him for the deep inter­
est. he has shown in the public high­
ways of the state, and we commend 
him especially for the practical lines to 
which the addresses and discussions 
have been held. We believe that the 
greatest impetus the cause of good 
roads ever has known will result from 
this convention. We would urge upon 
the chief executive thfc advisability of 
continuing the good work begun by a 
call for a great state wide convention 
next year. 

Eighth—That wo express the cordial 
appreciation of this convention to the 
Commercial club and city of Des 
Moines for hospitality extended to us 
during the session and that we express 
our appreciation to the gentlemen v.' ho 
have prepared such able papers and 
discussions for the benefit of this 
convention. 

Marston Makes Points. 
That there are ten elementary prin­

ciples in accordance with which the 
road funde of Iowa should be expend­
ed was pointed out by Prof. A. Mar­
ston, dean of the engineering depart­
ment at Ames, and a member of the 
state highway commission. The prob­
lem of road work in Iowa is not one 
of developing new principles already 
established, he said. 

Professor Marston outlined the ten 
principles as follows: 

"First—Surveys and Plans.—ESach 
road should be surveyed and a grade 
line and definite plans for Its improve­
ment should be prepared by a compe­
tent road engineer. 

"Second — Sub-Drainage.—One tile 
sub-drain should be laid to a survey­
or's grade, three or four feet under 

the side ditch, on that side of the road 
from which the underflow comes, in 
all places on our highways where the 
ground water .comes nearer than three 
or four feet to the surface for any up-
preoiable part of the year. The sub-
drains need not and should not be used 
indiscriminately. To sub-drain all the 
Iowa roads would cost $80,00,000, and 
much of this money cost could be put 
to better use. 

"Third—Side Ditches.—Good side 
ditches constructed to a surveyor's 
grade, should be provided on each side 
of tho traveled road to carry away the 
water promptly to a good, natural out­
let. The slopes of the side ditches 
should be so flat on both sides as not 
to prevent the use of a mowing ma­
chine. 

"Fourth—Crown.—Each road should 
have a well-rounded crown, sufficiently 
Bteep to throw all water immediately 
to the side ditches.' 

"Fifth—Grading.—The building of 
the side ditches and the crown, and 
of embankments and cuts constitute 
the grading or building of earth roads 
.which should be done entirely by care 
fully organized and trained gangs o* 
.men, equipped with the best machin­
ery and employed constancy at sucl* 
work throughout the entire favorable 
season. 

"Sixth—Culverts and Bridges.—-Cul 
verts and small bridges should be 
built, of permanent masonry, sucft as 
reinforced concrete, and large bridges 
of ftll masonry, or of heavy steel, with 
masonry foundations, where practic­
able. All culverts and bridges should 
be located and built in accordance 
with a road engineer's directions, and 
according to standard plans and speci­
fications. The work should be done 
by expert trained men. All contracts 
should be awarded by open competl 
tive bidding, to the lowest responsible 
bidder. 

"Seventh — Dragging.—Earth and 
gravel roads should be kept smooth 
and well crowned, and earth roads 
should be puddled by the constant, reg­
ular use of a road drag after every 
storm or rain. In this way earth roads 
can be maintained in first claBS condi­
tion at all times except those of long 
continued storms, or when the frost is 
going out In the spring. 

"Eighth—Weed Cutting and General 
Maintenance.—The weeds and other 
objectionable vegetation should be cut 
regularly and all other miscellaneous 
maintenance work systematically at­
tended to. 

"Ninth—Hard Roads.—While earth 
roads can be maintained In good con­
dition most of the time by the road 
drag, the only way to make them serv­
iceable under all conditions of weather 
is by surfacing them with hard ma­
terials, such as gravel, broken stone 
or brick. 

"Tenth—Organization. — The only 
way to secure good roads or any fair 
return for money expended on roads 
is to provide a thoroughly organized 
administration of road work by train­
ed, expert road employes." 

Believing that the present road 
taxes are sufficient to provide a sys­
tem of feood highways if rightly ex­
pended, Dean Marston outlined a com­
prehensive plan of road organization, 
such as he said a private corporation 
would form to build and maintain one 
of the finest systems of highways in 
the world. 

His suggestions are as follows: 
"First—A comprehensive road or­

ganization could be effected by estab­
lishing county engineers with civil 

county supervisors,, trained road su­
pervisors appointed, and to some ex­
tent supervised, by the township trus 

sion, with broad duties.

"Fourth—The $1,750,000 collected 
annually in the bridge fund should te 
spent, for permanent masonry or steel 
bridges and culverts, according to 
standard or special plans and specifi­
cations, prepared by the highway com­
mission and the county engineer. All 
contracts should be awarded by open 
competitive bidding to the lowest re­
sponsible bidders, and only trained 
bridge gangs should be employed on 
work done directly by the counties. 

"Fifth—About $1,000,000 annually 
would be left for repairs, weed cut­
ting, miscellaneous maintenance and 
administration. 

Sixth—Th^ state could, with great 
advantage, appropriate, say > per 
cent of the cost of permanent road 
building, not counting bridges and cul­
verts, up to a '-nxlmum of $100,000 
per year, as a reward for the building 
of permanent gravel and other roads, 
constructed according to the approved 
plans and specifications and under the 
general supervision of the highway 
commission. Such an appropriation 
would save a great amount, of present 
waste by encouraging permanent Im­
provements and by insuring state sup­
ervision."
