RUN IN BILLIARDS 
YOUTHFUL CUEIST AVERAGES 

OVER THIRTY POINTS A. SHOT 

AGAINST MORNINGSTARl 

Chicago, March 11.—Willie Hopp® 
of New York gave another marvelous 
exhibition of 18.1 billiards last night 
in his six-night series with Ora Mor-
ningstar, averaging 30 10-13. He scor­
ed 400 points while Morningstar was 
gaining 263 and now leads the total 
play 1,600 to 1,137. Morningstar was 
in excellent form during the night, 
securing an average ' of 21 11-12. 
Hoppe's best inning was the ninth,, 
when he gathered 112 points, failing 
on his next, when he was unable to 
drive the balls out of the balk.
