RICHARD PARR, WHO EXPOSED THE GREAT SUGAR WEIGHING
FRAUD, WILL RECEIVE $100,000 FROM THE GOVERNMENT FOR

HIS WORK.

New York, June 24—Want to make
a million? Ask Richard Parr of the
New York customs office. Parr is the
mah who discovered the frauds by
means of which the government was
being robbed by the sugar trust.

For this, and the work lasted only a
few months, he is to be paid $100,000
by Uncle Sam, It is said to be the
highest priced plece of detective work
ever performed.

This was decided at a two-hour con-
ference between Mr. Parr and Secre-
tary of the Treasury MacVeagh. A
final settlement will be made by the
last of the week.

It 1 slearned that ever since Mr. Parr
made claim for a molety in bringing
to light the sugar frauds both Presli-
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dent Taft and Secr.etary MacVeaugh
have wanted to reward him, but the
question of amount and the legality
have always stood in the way,

Since Attorney General Wickersham
gave an opinion, however, declaring
that the law specifically stated that
the secretary of the treasury could re-
ward an official to an amount not ex-
ceeding 50 per cent of the amounts re-
covered, all doubt has been removed.

Never in the history of the govern-
ment has such a large amount been re-
covered In cases of fraud as in the
sugar cases; consequently the officials
having in charge the paying of
moieties were in doubt about paying as
much as 50 per cent or even 25 per

WEIGHTS FIGURE
IN ALL RING GOES

NO AUTHORITATIVE RULES ON
SUBJECT AND PRECEDENT IS

ONLY GUIDARTE.

CHAMPIONS HAVE EDGE

They Boost Old Notches If It's
Their  Advantage—Spicy
Table For the Real
Fight Fanes.

To -

Much of the bickering between
fighters of the lesser weights than
James J. Jeffries and Jack Johnson
has been due to the matter of how
much the principals tip the scales. "'A |
match well made is half won,” {s an
axiom closely followed by managers of
pugilists, and, as a result, they usually
exert themselves to secure an ad-
vantage in the matter of weight. If a
boxer can be brought into the ring at
a welght which prevents him from
fighting at his best it amount to a
heavy handicap, so that it has been
the aim of many managers to arfange
a match with a view of weakening op-
ponents, ;

The strongest exemplification of
these tactics was in the fights between
Joe Gans and Battling Nelson. Al-
though Gans was the lightweight
champion, he was so eager for the
financial returns assured by a fight
with the Dane that he permitted Nel-
gon to dictate 133 pounds, ringside,
the men to wear trunks and shoes on
the scales. This brought Gans into
the ring*at 131 pounds, a weight at
which the Baltimore negro was unable
to show his best form and it {8 ques-
tionable if Gan's i1l health at the pres-
ent time was not due directly to the
weakening effects of his preparation
for both scraps with the Battler.

Champlons Fix the Weights.

It {8 comparatively easy for boxers
and their managers to haggle over the
weight question, for the reason that
no authoritative rules on the subject
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exist, and the only guidance s _pre- . |

cedent. But even precedent is fre-
quently ignored by title holders, who
fix the weight at a figure favorable to
themselves. In several instances when
champions have outgrown a ‘class they
have set the weight notch close up to
the limit of the class above. .

Terry McGovern did thfs in the
featherweight division when he fought
Young Corbett at 126 pounds, and, aft-
er the mill, setting up the claim that
he had not lost his featherweight
title, as the weight was above 122
pounds, the ®:cepted limit in this
country. McGovern, by the way, was -
a victim of sharp practice when he
met the late George Dixon, from
whom he won the featherweight cham-
pionship. Tom 0O’'Rouke, Dixon’s man-
ager. thinking that McGovern would
be very strong at 122 pounds, set the
weight at 118 pounds, ringside. But
McGovern happened to be strong
enough at that welght to beat tho
little colored fighter into a state of
submigsion.

their titles will prove interesting to
students of pugilistic form.

Ma-
jority of bouts at 122. 3

Lightweight class—Jack McAulifte,
133 to 138; Kid Lavigne 133 to 135 at
3 p. m., at which weight he lost his
title to Frank Erne. Joe Gans won
the title at 136 and lost it to Nelson
at 131%; Nelson, 131% to 133 ring-
side, losing his title to Ad Wolgast
at the latter figure. Precedent fa-
vors 133. . .

Welterweight class—Tommy Ryan,
142 to 145: Mysterious Bflly Smith,
145; Matty Matthews, 142; Rube
Ferns, 145; Joe Walcott, 145; Dixia
Kid, 142. Precedent favors 145. Honey
Melledy claimed title, but Dixie Kid
beat Walcott on the coast in 1905,
prior to the latter's defeat by Mellody.

Middleweight class—Jack Dempsey;
154; Bob Fitzsimmons, 154 to. 158;
Tommy Ryan, 158; Stanley Ketchel,
158. Precedent favors 158. Sam Lang:
tord considered the best man in this
class and ready to fight Ketchel f-=
the title.
