: IOWA CAMPAIGN 

GOVERNOR IN SPEECH AT DEN!-
SON SAYSXISSUES OUTWEIGH 

DIFFERENCES. 

tPEAKS ON STATE AFFAIRS

Call* Attention to Need of New Legis­

lation in Iowa to Meet New Con­
ditions; Given Royal 

Reception. 
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Denieon, Oct.* 12.—Governor B. ^ 
Carroll opened his speaking campaign 
here last night in the presence of a 
large and enthusiastic crowd of people 
who came to the city from miles 
around to hear him. The feature of the 
meeting, aside from the splendid ad­
dress which the governor gave, was the 
arrival of the/ governor's party. Over 
.one hundrpdr'automobiles came into the 
ie*ra~etf6orting Governor Carroll, and 
made tut- Impressive demonstration on 

'thi public streets here. Band music 
added to the enthusiasm. The governor 
was met by a committee of citizens 
who made him welcome, and gave him 
a cordial introduction to the throng of 
people present. 

In his address the governor spoke 
broad-mindedly of the situation in the 
republican party, pointing out that the 
issues were greater than any small dif­
ferences that might exist, and that it 
was on these important matters of na­
tional and state concern that the party 
was. united. He outlined the record in 
the state administration and gave as­
surance of still further fine progress 
alongqeeded and desired lines of re­
form and advancement. In opening, the 
governor, acknowledged the honor 
which the people of Iowa had conferred 
upon him and gave assurance that he 
would endeavor to merit a further con­
tinuance of the confidence. He con-
tinued; 

"Amid all the turmoil and confusion 
of a- political campaign the voter 
should keep in mind the record of 
achievements of the two parties. The 
best test of all laws and of all parties 
is the results which follow, the law is 
bes.t under the operations of which the 
whole people enjoy the greatest oppor­
tunities and receive the greatest bene­
fits and. that party is most deserving 
of endorsement which from past exper­
ience offers the brightest hopes for the 
fuure. 

A Fight on Broad Principles. 
' "Contrasting 1893 to 1897 with the 

years preceding and with the years 
since 1897 and where is there aught 
to claim for democracy the support of 
uny cjtizep of the commonwealth or of 
the country at large. These contests 
for party supremacy must be fought 
out upon broad principles that mark 
the dividing lines between political or­
ganisations 'and not upon the basis of 
any differences that may exist within 
our. own ranks. The vital question at 
Issue is, 'Shall we abandon the princi­
ple of protection for a tariff for reve­
nue only; shall we abandon the gold 
standard for the vagaries of democ­
racy; shall we turn over to the demo­
cratic party the solution to the prob­
lem of interstate commerce legisla­
tion, the regulation of corporations, 
control of our island possessions and 
the. many important matters now de­
manding wisdom of action, or shall we 
continue in power the party which has 
always shown a capacity for dealing 
with great and Important problems?' 

"Every voter of every occupation or 
profession is. Interested. The laboring 
man must decide between present day 
wtfgtis And the prices of labor in 1896. 
The farmer must decide between the 
prices hei receives for his commodities 
now and the prices at which they sold 
during* the Cleveland administration. 
The merchant, the banker, the profes­
sional man, and all must decide with 
their ballots which policies shall obtain 
and what party will control. 

party Promise Fulfilled. 
''Conceding that there is difference 

Of opinions as to the complete ful­
fillment of platform promises, it must 
be admitted by all that practically ev­
ery issue raised by the republican na­
tional platform has been dealt with 
gpd the faithful fulfillment of past 
promises is full assurance that any 
Died** made In the platform not yet 
fulfilled will be taken up by the next 
congress, as will, also any new under­
takings to which the president or con­

gress may have committed the party, 
"While greatly interested in mat­

ters pertaining to the affairs of the 
general government, I deem it most ex­
pedient that I should devote the greater 
portion of time of this discussion to 
those questions that must be dealt 
with by your chief executive and by 
the legislature. 

State Issuts. 
"In the aminietration of state affairs 

many matters of Importance are to be 
considered and dealt with. In recent, 
years many laws have been enacted 
with reference to the regulation of 
corporations, the changing or modifi­
cation of our election system, etc., all 
of which I have endeavored to have 
observed strictly and fairly, many of 
them have worked admirably but soma 
have developed weaknesses that should 
be corrected. It is universally con­
ceded, both by friends and by those op­
posed to the primary system, that it 
needs some modification of its pro­
visions. Those matters I shall ask the 
legislature to take up In a spirit of 
friendliness and not of hostility to the 
end that the system may be made as 
nearly perfect as is possible so that 
all abuses thereunder may be avoided. 

shall likewise ask the legislature to 
carefully consider questions pertaining 
to corporation regulation, especially 
those matters coming under the super­
vision of the railway commission so 
that our state' may not be discriminat­
ed against and that the interest of all 
concerned may be protected. 

Telephone Control. . ,. * 
'In the matter of the regulation of 

corporations there are'Still some need­
ed laws or amendments of present 
laws. The question of telephone con­
solidations and regulations has not 
been provided for, and with nearly 
three thousand companies or organiza­
tions in the state it necessarily fol­
lows that many consolidations will be 
effected, and the questions of charac­
ter of service and rates charged are 
of great concern to the public as well-
as to the companies themselves and 
should in some proper manner be pro­
vided for. In this connection it is 
proper to say that many public utili­
ties need to be brought under better 
regulation and control, and unless 
some means is provided therefor we 
may reasonably expect to see the 
agitation for municipal ownership con­
tinue and increase. 

Taxation Reform. 
"I have said on previous occasions 

that there is no subject connected with 
the affairs of state government that i&i 
so difficult of proper solution as that 
of revenues and taxation. That our 
laws are full of iniquities cannot be 
denied, but how to remedy them is a 
perplexing question. Under our sys­
tem the fixing of values uppn prop­
erty rests primarily with the local 
assessor. His work is in turn re­
viewed by the local board of revietv, 
by the board of supervisors and by the 
state board of review, which is the 
executive council. The theory of the 
law is, that after so many bodies have 
passed upon values they must be cor­
rect and consequently quittable/ but 
in practice it can hardly be said to be 
the case. 

"As to land values there might be 
an approximation, but as to personal 
property it seems to be an impossi­
bility. There appears to be no way 
whereby the state board can equalize 
the assessment of stock, for an illus­
tration, between counties and have 
the equalized value traced back to and 
made to attach to the property value, 
consequently the live stock of one 
county is assessed far out of propor­
tion to that of other counties. For 
example, the last assessment shows 
the- average value of horses three 
years old and over in one county to 
be >116.70 per head, while in another 
county they are valued at only $39 per 
head, and practically three times as 
much in one county as in the other. 
This means that when the state levy 
is placed against the value of the 
horseS in these two counties the one 
is paying to the state three times as 
much taxes as the other. 

"I might conclude that the present 
executive council is at fault in this 
matter if I did not know from reports 
of state auditors and messages of gov­
ernors that this question has been up 
for solution ever since the days of 
Kirkwood and Gear, and is yet un­
solved. Neither do I believe that it 
ever can be solved under our present 
taxing 'system. The question of in-
eauality of value between counties is 
of little importance except as relates 
to the payment of taxes by the coun­
ties to the state. But as to that it 
means much. As a relief to the situ? 
ation, it was suggested more than a 
auarter of a century ago, that instead 
of levying an assessment for state pur­
poses against the property of the vari­
ous counties the amount needed to 
support the state government be ap­
portioned among the various counties 
in proportion to the population. It has 
also been suggested • that it be ap­
portioned according to the relative 
total real estate values. Neither of 
these suggestions seem to have merit­
ed serious consideration. A third sug­
gestion is, that the railroads and other 
like corporations be required to pay 
their taxes into the state treasury for 
the maintenance of the -state govern­
ment and that the counties be relieved 
from contributing to the support of the 
state. This plan seemed to have at­
tracted more attention, and has been 
adopted in part or in whole by some 

states. At present there is but little 
difference, perhaps $200,000 annually, 
between the taxes paid by the rail­
roads to the counties and the amount 
paid by the counties to the state, some 
counties would lose by the change and 
others.' would gain, but the inequali­
ties above referred to would be ob­
viated. The whole taxing question Is 
one that merits careful consideration! 
and, In my Judgment, should receive 
the careful attention' of the legislature. 

State Conservation. 
"The question of conservation has 

become one of great interest, but the 
attention of our people has been di­
rected to matters national rather than 
local. It is not only highly proper, 
but quite important, that we become 
active to the fact that we are vitally 
interested in the conservation of our 
natural resources here- in town. Pass­
ing over the questions of the preser­
vation of our forests, the maintenance 
of soil, the drainage of the flat and 
overflow lands, etc., I wish to come at 
once to a matter which, in my Judg­
ment, demands early consideration. I 
refer to the power sites and advan­
tageous locations for dams in our var-* 
lous streams. It has come to my know­
ledge from various sources, that indi­
viduals and corporations, foreign syn­
dicates are studying our streams and 
endeavoring to get surveys of our riv­
ers in order that they may get con­
trol of the best power sites, and, in 
some instances, control; has already 
been secured. While- we, have laws re­
lating to tj»ese questions, in my opin­
ion they are inadequate and should be 
made more effective. The public wel­
fare demands that proper laws for tho 
acquisition, regulation and control of 
these matters should be enacted. 

Better Roads. 
"I believe it to be perfectly proper 

that the .political platform be made A 
public forum for the discussion of 
questions' tending to the betterment Of 
our highways, and to country life gen­
erally. These are questions that have 
been given a great deal of attention in 

recent years and especially, in recent 
months, and with us are prompted in 
part at least by the loss of rural pop­
ulation. I do not believe that too much 
stress should be placed upon legisla­
tive enactment, but I do believe that 
in the general movement in the state 
for the betterment of our highways 
some laws are needed. I am not, how­
ever, in favor of increasing the taxes 
for road purposes, but believe that a 
proper division of the taxes should be 
made and a specific percentage of the 
taxes should be set apart for dragging 
the roads and should be required to be 
used for that purpose and no other. 
Bv this means, I believe we shall be 
able to greatly improve the character 
of our highways and with better roads 
there Will be less desire t» leave the 
farms to go elsewhere where the 
character of the soil and the rainfall 
are such as to afford better highways 
than we have heretofore had in this 
state. This, coupled with the modern 
improvements that are being installed 
in many of our country homes, as well 
«s the exceptionally good prices of 
farm products, seems to me to give 
promise of a greater degree of con­
tentment and desire upon the part of 
our young men and young women and 
our boys and srirls to remain upon the 
farms. I must, however, confess that 
the loss of more than fifty thousand in 
our school population during the last 
nine years gives cause for alarm, but 
I believe that the tide of immigration 
to other states where cheaper lands 
are to be had and the greater desire to 
remain upon the farms and the adop­
tion of better and more scientific 
methods of farming and stock raising 
are sufficient guarantee that a further 
decrease in population is not to be 
expected. 

Better Labor Laws. 
"There are many matters of import­

ance to the people of our common­
wealth that I; shall not now attempt to 
discuss at length, but will perhaps 
consider it at a later date. Among 
them is a demand and an apparent 
necessity for a revision or at least 
Bome modification of the mining law 
so as to better protect the lives of 
those who work under-ground and to 
avoid such catastrophies as the recent 
fire at Cherry, Illinois, and similar hor­
rors in other states. The demand for 
some changes in the law comes from 
both the miners and mine operators, 
some provisions are likewise needed 
for the better protection of other labor 
of the state. There is a growing neces­
sity for better provisions for caring for 
the epileptics of the state. Many of 
them are now cared for at the institu­
tion for feeble minded and at the in­
sane asylum, while there are many 
who have never found their way into 
any state institution. 

"In my visit to the Industrial schools 
and in considering their needs it has 
been represented to me that in some 
Instances parties are committed to tho 
institution whose influences over the 
other inmates is most detrimental. Es­
pecially does this seem to be true in 
cases of a second or subsequent com­
mitment. My understanding is that in 
some states the laws provide that in 
such cases as those above referred to 
there may be a transfer from the in­
dustrial schools to a reformatory and 
that the effect of such a law is not 
only to remove from among inmates 
those unfit to associate with them, but 
that discipline is rendered much more 
easy and effective. 

There are many problems of the 
character above suesrested that have 
been worked out elsewhere and which 
are worthy of our consideration. 

"But in my inaugural address and 
upon other occations I have referred to 
the per diem system of the compensa­
tion for many of the state's employes. 
The practice is wrong in principle and 
should be, so far as is possible, aban­
doned. I believe that the legislature 
may profitably consider this question 
along with others that have been sug­
gested. . 

Economy of Affairs. 
"I have served you now more than a 

year and a half as your governor. 
During that time I have endeavored to 
acquaint myself with everything per­
taining to the state and its affairs. I 
have given much thought and con­
sideration to the various departments 
of our state government and to our 
state institutions. I have endeavored to 
see that economv is practiced every­
where and that so far as the respon­
sibility rests upon me that efficiency 
in official positions be required. I have 
endeavored to see that the state give 
a dollar's worth of service for every 
dollar collected or ^vnended. I do not 
believe in being niggardly, but I do be­
lieve in strict economy. 

"In the administration of the state's 
business we have found it possible 
both last year and this year to make 
a slight reduction in the levy for state 
purposes, the reduction being one-
tenth of a mill for each year to which 
reference is made. 

"I am before you aerain asking your 
support of my candidacy for re-elec­
tion and if I am elected I want to as­
sure you that I shall do all in my 
power to give you an economical and 
a creditable administration."
