A 
number of Catholic men of the city 
were called to the convent to assist 
the sisters during a visit of the de­
signer of the structure, to make sug­
gestions for the improvement of the 

' plans already drawn and to recom-

Architect John O'Connor of Des 
Moines, designer of the prospective 
building, brought with him a new

* which showed the original design with 
some changes suggested by the sis­
ters and presented a beautiful build­
ing that would grace any community as 
its most handsome structure. The de 

* sign is that of a 4 story structure some 
200 feet in length with two wings that 
extend out about 100 feet with a width 
of about fifty feet and gives the build-

^towers grace as many corners of the 
144 building and lend to the beauty of 

the structure.
