Women Can't Sell Liquor. 
Des Moines, Nov. 18.—No woman 

can legally sell intoxicating liquors in 
the state of Iowa, so the supreme 
court ruled yesterday morning in an 
opinion handed down In the case of 
Matye Carragher, a Floyd county 
woman pharmacist. She had applied 
for a permit in her county, but had 
been turned down by the district court 
on the ground that she was not a 
qualified elector of the state. The 
statute provides that only qualified 
electors can sell liquor, and the con­
stitution defines a qualified elector as 
a person who can vote. Hence, the 
supreme court declares Miss Car-
