as large an acquaintante as any mau
in the country and I could not name
ten men who are drynkards. Why,
these people go wild on this question!
They are extravagant, unreasonable
illogical and intemperate in the use of
language. Turn to the: United States
census bulletin, '83, pages 6 to 24, and
there you will find that there are about
2,811 people die from alcohol each
vear, Billy Sunday says that 100,000
fill drunkards' graves. A few years ago
there were over 6,000 ‘men killed by
railroads in this country. What are you
going to do? Abolish the railroads?
No! Sane people believe in controlling
them, not abolishing them. These pro-
hibitionist orators weep crocodile
tears over the drunkards’ graves. But
how about the switchmen’s graves-
How about the graves of thousands of
people who are killed in the industrial
world each year? Why don’t they fight
for safety appliances?

“Where did they apply to any state
legislature for safety appliances to pro-
tect the lives of men engaged in man-
ufacturing the necessities of life? The
proposition was put to a person wheth-
er he would be a switchman or a bur-
glar. He said he would have to think

! it over. ook at the poor man who fills

a switchman's grave, Did Billy Sunday
say anything about him? When the
drunkard goes into the grave he is al-
together, while they pick the switch-
man up in a scoop shovel. Again, my
friends, fire causes loss of life and
property and much suffering. Think of
the great catastrophe in the Iroquois
theater, and the other day in the
stock yards. Fire not controlled is a
bad thing; under control it is a good
thing. Prohibition releases the liquor
traffic from control and that is bad.
We believe in control through high li-
cense. That 1is good. Again, water
causes suffering and great destruction
of life. Look at the Galveston tidal
wave, and if you belleve the bible,
think of the flood. More people were
drowned during the flood than would
suffer death from liquor in an eter-
nity. It water a bad thing. No. Prohibit
its use? No. Controlit. That is sanity.
To prohibit its use would be insanity.
The Lord drowned everybody but Noah
and his family, and Noah was not a
prohibitionist, He celebrated the abate-
ment of the water by getting drunk.
Prohibitionists are not God's special
pets. He drowned them. I do not care
how strong yon make your arguments
against drunkenness or against the
abuse of liquor I will endorse it, but
when you ask me to abolish its use
because some people abuse it, I refuse.
We abuse our right to speak. Billy Sun-
day does. Would he like it if we went
out and preached prohlbition of (rze
gspeech? That would shut him up. That
would cqut-him off from his source of
supplies; We abuse our right to eart
The God’s truth is that more people
dig their graves with their teeth Iin
one year than drink themselves to
death in ten. A thousand more people
g0 to the doctor on account of ill-health
caused by too much eating to wlere
one takes the Keeley cure or needs it.
What are you going to do about if?
Prohibit everybody from eating? That
would be prohibition logic. They con-
cede our right to drink but deny our

I right to make or sell. There is no harm

making ligquor. I could make a million
barrels and never get drunk. Ther® is
no sin in relling it. T could sell a mil-
lion barrels and never get druxk, or
could Yuy a million barrels and never

5 get drunk, The evil is not in sellinz or

buying or in making. The evil is not

5 |in drinking, but solely in the abouse
- of liberty.

“Prohibition ie absolutely false in its
logic, and without a leg to stand on.
You are going to find aut tonight that
there are two sides to this question.
You are going to find out that we have
the argument. Prohibition {is also in
conflict with human nature. You tell
a man he ought not drink too much.
He will merely thank you for it. Tell
a man that he shall not drink at all
and he will tell you to go to hades. He
will, want to know where you get more
authority than he possesses, and by
what right you command a free citi-
zen, your equal in a republic. Take the
story of Adam and Eve, and yoy dem-
onstrate absolutely that prohibition is
contrary to human nature.

No Guardian Needed.

“Prohibition is based on the idea
that the citizen is a child and needs
a guardian. [ want to say here to-
night that I believe that the citizen 18
a sovereign, and that in the realm of
personal liberty he is a king. Take
your choice between the child idea and
the sovereign idea of American citizen-
ship. It is an insult to manhood.
There is anether thing. No boy can
look up with any degree of pride into
the face of his old dad after hearing
the old man confess his need of a
guardian by joining the prohibition
ranks. Every man stands on his own
responsibility, You do not stand for
me in the court if I get into trouble.
You cannot stand for nme at the bar of
God. You cannot take my disgrace if
I abuse my liberty. Every man must
stand for himself. Prohibition is not
only an insult to mandhood, but de-
structive to human ‘equality. You
know that this old world was hardly fit
to live in until Jefferson declared that
all men are created equal. Now I do
not argue that all men are equal,
morally, because some of us are good,
some of us are bad and some only
half and half. What did Jefferson
mean? He meant that we were al
created equal with reference to our
rights to life, not existence. You can
have existence under prohibition.
You can have existence and wear a
muzzle. You can have existence in
jail. You canont have life without
liberty. Talk about things unreason-
able and ridiculous, there is nothing,
in it with prohibition.. Not only does |
prohibition destroy the equality of
man but it destroys the happiness cf|
the people who espouse that phil-
osophy. Not only is prohibition false
in its logic. an insult to manhood, in
conflict with nature and opposed to
reason, but is antagonistic to the

.
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divine order. The divine order in this
world is to place good and evil before
men and give them their choice.

“Why don't God kill the . devil is
often asked. There are several seagons.
The first is that it would put a number
Of preachers out of business. Billy
Sunday would not last a minute. The
devil keeps him his job and gets him
his money. God would take no pleas-
ure in the worship of wooden Indians.
He has made us able to stand but frea
to fall. He conld accept no servico
from man that was not offered freely.
He wants no man to worship him under
compulsion, Most of the evil in this
world consists in the abuse of good
things. Think it over. Is it not a
fact? Freedom of choice is the divine
order, and ulways bas been the divine
order, ou cannot develope the
faculty of self control if vou do not
allow the freedom of choice. Frequently
we hear preachers say, and Billy Sun-
day frequently said ‘what a glorious
thing it would be to bring up a genera-
tion of young men in the city who had
never geen a saloon.' What do you sup-
pose would happen to that glorious
thing and that great blessing when
these voung men happened to leave the
town in which tHey ~ere reared and
Ko to some town where saloons exist?
What would become of them then?
Not having developed the faculty of
self control they would be ready to
fall for a hundred things in addition
to drink. 1 want to tell you men de-
veloped strength by the use of their
mu. 'les. Men become stronger mar-
ally through the exercise of the free-
dom of choice. What would happen
after a few generations of prohibition
in this country We would all be a
race of weaklings,,

“Prohibition is contrary to the di-
vine order. For instance St. Paul sald
prohibition gave him some trouble,
and he writes, ‘If righteousness comes
by the law, then Christ I8 dead in
(vain.' The whole prohibition idea is
Ibased on the theory that you can make
hen righteous by law or by force. and
it that is true as St. Paul says, Christ
died in vain.

“It is the fundamental principle of
the prohibition philosophy. Jesus
when he was on this earth attended a
wedding feast at Canaan, and some-
times these wedding feasts lasted sev-
eral days. The host always provided
what he considered enough wine to
last to the finish but on this occasion
he misjudged the -capacity of his
guests. Before the feast ended the
wine gave out. There was plenty of
water on hand ‘but no wine. They con-
sumed everything in sight. Can you
imagine a finer opportunity for mak-
Ing a prohibition speech? [ imagine
Billy Sunday present on an occasion
like that; drinking for nearly three
days. wine, all gone, plenty of water
and the crowd clamoring for home
wine but Jesus did n:t make a prohi-
bitlon speech. Had %this prohibition
idea been in harmony with the divine
order and had he approved its fund-
amental philosophy, he would have

are a working man in this city you
know what 1,235,000 idle men, looking
for jobs will do to wages, It means the
destructiop of every union. These peo-
ple talk about destroying the liquor
business as if it were nothing. It
means that you will have to reduce the
ouatput of every mill, mine and factory
in the land.

Ing-
ersoll might have been wrong in many
things but he was right when he said
that any man would fight and die for a
home, but no man would die for a
boarding house, I have great admira-
tion for the farmer. I consider him a
very important citizen, The Peoria
distilleries and breweries consume
each year the surplus corn crop of
Iowa and I[llinois. Prohibition is pow-
erless as a remedy for drunkenness. 1
have shown you first that prohibition
{s contrary to reason, false in 1ts
logic, opposed to nature, destructive of
the equality of man, contrary to the
divine order, an enemy of labor, inim-
jcable to agriculture and now I want
to show you that it is powerless as a
remedy for drunkenness. You people
who lived here wheh the city was pro-
hibition a few years ago, know that
the saloon is not the liquor question. It
is only one phase of the liquor prob-
lem. You abolish the open saloon anf
you have the blind tiger with its bad
liquor. They do not reduce taxes, they
do not support your institutions, nor
anything of that kind, and they keep
open night and day. They sell to young
men and old wtihout distinction, and
that is the system that they would
substitute for your regulated revenue
paying saloon, Topeka, Kansas had
prohibition for the last thirty years
and has one arrest for drunkenness to
every 51 of population, Bangor, Maine
In sixty years, has one arrest for
drunkenness to every thirteen of the
population. Atlanta, Ga., one arrest 1o
every ten. Milwaukee, the wettest city
in the world, has one arrest for drunk-
enness to every one hundred and forty
of the population. Those statistics
alone show the fallacy of prohibition.”

No prohibition-
ist would have done such a thing,
What proves conclusively and abso-
lutely that prohibition is contrary to
the divine order is the action of Jesus
Christ in this case. You. know you
have a fight on in this  town, and a
petition is up.

“If you want liberty you can not
have prohibition. Prohibition is des-
potism, always has been and always
will be till the end of time. No
preacher that pretends to represent
the church of Jesus Christ and preach
the gospel can show a single passage
in the bible worthy of your considera-
tion and acceptance that is on the side
of prohibition. There are plenty of
passages against drunkenness, but not
one single passage in all - the book
which upholds the prohibition idea.
There is a difference between law and
legislation. Legislation is anything
you find in the statute,books. But law
is the will of the people whether writ-
ten in a book or not. Look up the old
blue laws of New England. They
gave them so much liberty under that
act that they had one section which
said: ‘No man shall ride on the Sab-
bath day or walk except reverently to
and from meeting. No woman shall
kiss her child on the Sabbath day.’
That is a sample of legislation,
the same In kind that prohibi-
tionists propose to you right here in
Ottumwa. It interferers with your liber-
ty and your right. It cannot be en-
forced. Law is the will of the people.
Legislation which {s contrary to the
law, has never been enforced any
where and never can be,

“In fact to enfcrce such a law, you
would have to have one man stand
over another with a club, and you
would need a third to watch them
both, Prohibition is not only contrary
to divine order, means destruction’ ot
human equality, is false In its logic,
contrary to nature, opposed to reason,
but prohibition is an enemy of labor.
Billy Sunday said when he was here
the other night that in the past twelve
years, the working men have spent
seventeen billlon dollars for drink and
in the name of every working man «f
America, I want to brand that state-
ment as a lle. A rich man will spend
more in one night at the bar frequent-
ly than a working man will earn in a
month. Working men according to
Sunday in the last ten years have
spent seventeen billlon dollars for
drink. Do you know how much a bil-
llon dollars is? Suppose that.you pile
it all up in silver and you would fill n
wagon with a ton of those dollars. We
are not talking about seventeen: Bil-
lion, but just one billion. Drive that
wagon up one hundred feet and load

another ton, 'and drive it up one hun-
dred feet and when you have the last
ton of that billion dollars loaded you
would have a procession of wagons
separated by one hundred' feet, reach-
ing ‘around the world. You can seé how
intemperate Mr. Sunday is in the use
of his terms, Think of seventeen pro-
cessions like that reaching around the
world. There are not enough working
men in America to load that money on
wagons in that time.

“Do you know how many people are
employed by the liquor interest of the
United States? There are 1,235,000 men
on the pay. rolls today of the liquor in-
terests and allied trades. Suppose they
get a5 much as two dollars and a quar-
ter or two dollars and fifty per day. In
rough figures that amounts to $800,-
000,000 in wages every year. If you de-
stroy their business these men will lose
their jobs which would reduce their
purchase power $800,000,000 per year.
