Mexico City, Oct. 24.—Wire com­
munication with the besieged city of 
Monterey ceased at 10 o'clock yester­
day morning, according to an an­
nouncement here today. At that hour 
the lighting which began Wednesday 
night was raging fiercely in the out­
skirts of the city. The main rebel 
force occupied a railroad yard about a 
mile from the center of the city. They 
had a number of cannon, with which 
they bombarded the federal fortifica­
tions and they were also using at least 
one machine gun. \ 

The attacks on the city was made 
from all sides and the fighting was 
severe. When the rebels occupied the 
yard of the national railway they 
burned many cars. 

Rebel reinforcements commanded 
by General Rubio Navarrete at Lam-
pazos, 100 miles north of Monterey 
were unable to proceed to Monterey 
owing to the destruction of the bridges 
and lack of fuel. 

Some 1,200 rebels have moved east 
from Torreon and are harassing Gen­
eral Trucy Aubert at Hipolito where 
-he has been concentrating for move­
ment on Torreon. Some of General 
Aubert's troop trains were stalled yes­
terday at Ramos Arizpe, nine miles 
from Saltillo by the explosion of the 
boiler of the leading locomotive and .a 
t?a|n lipid of amtpunHfpn :<r .in ganger 
of 'ajling ipto the hands of the ntjhels 

rebel force I9'reported gath­
ering near Sajtillo and it is 'believed 
that *th# rebels' intendf to malre a simul­
taneous attack from several directions. 
A fprce of 600 federals is reported to 
have retreated southward to Fresnil-
lo, near Zacatecas In a badly demoral­
ized condition. No word has come as 
to where they encountered the rebels. 

Will Not Molest Diaz. 
Mexico City, Me*.. Oct. 24.—There 

is no Intention on the part of the 
Huerta government to molest General 
Felix Diaz, according to Querida Mo-
heno, minister for foreign affairs. 
Senor Moheno said today that General 
Diaz was at liberty to come to the 
capital when he> choSei 

- The fact th^it General Diaz was offici­
ally removed from his mission to Ja­
pan hy the foreign office after he had 
completed his assignment from the 
war department in France relieves 
him of any charge of insubordination 
according to officials here. 

The members of the embassy which 
accompanied General Diaz to Europe 
,on. the way to Japan were arrested for 
disobeying orders. The government 
had sent them to Havana to return to 
Paris as soon as possible. This was 
the explanation given by Senor Mo­
heno today. He said they would be 
re-embarked on the next steamer for 
Eurone to join Francisco De La Bar-
ra. Mexican minister to France, who is 
the latest person appointed by the 
government to carry out the task of 
thankinp Japan for her participation 
In the Mexican centenn'al. Senor 
Moheno regarded it as unjust that af­
ter lending $45,000 in money of the 
Mexicfin jrovernment. these men 
should refuse to fulfill the mission en­
trusted to them. 

Mexico Sees Aid. v 
Mexico City, Oct. 24—The contro­

versy hetween the United States and

Dawson, N. M., Oct. 24.—The 
first government rescue ear reach­
ed here'shortly after 8 o'clock 
this morning. 'The crews were 
hurriedly equipped with helmets 
and sent into 8tag Canon Mine No. 
2 in search of Helmetemen James 
Lurdl and Wm. Poisa, believed to 
have been killed by poisonous 
gases, after an accident that caus­
ed them to remove their helmets. 

The accident to the helmetsmen 
caused a feeling of terror among 
others to the point where only vol­
unteers were sent Into the mine. 

Dawson, N. M., Oct. 24.—Two of the 
helmeted rescue crews in Stag Canon 
mine No. 2 were lost in the workings 
early today, and are believed to be 
dead. Two others who accompanied 
therir were brought out scarcely alive. 
Volunteers immediately began a search 
for the missing men. 

The four men were of a crew of ten 
who entered the mine at 4 o'clock this 
morning. At the sixteenth room the 
crew' divided and four of them pushed 
on into the eighteenth room. Two 
of these, James Lurdl and William 
Poisa, ' were walking ahead when 
rock* began to fall. They were buried 
in tl#» debris and their fellows strug-

o wscue fiMtii. „ 

said to have beCoihe frightened and

- This action 'confused their rescuers, 
who, frightened by the continued tell 
of debris and hammered by their 38-
pound equipment,' also jerked off their 
helmets and ran into the entry out of 
the eighteenth room. Thejre they 
were overcome by poisonous gases, but 
members of the other division of the 
crew finally brought them to the sur­
face alive. 

Walter Kerr, one of the rescued men, 
had hot recovered consciousness sev­
eral hours later, but Rov Slmpleman, 
bis companion, told of the harrowing 
experiences which in the opinion of 
the rescue leaders, probably caused 
the death of Lurdi and Poisa. 

Hslmet Men Afraid. 
This probable fatality and the ter­

rors of the face of the mine, whic)i Is 
so thickly Infested with poisonous 
gases, so affected the helmet men that 
J. C. Roberts, directing the govern­
ment rescue work, experienced difficul­
ty In securing men to reenter the mine 
to search for Lurdl and Poisa. Vol­
unteers were called for and they at 
once entered the mine.

Dermott's body Is with a group of men 
who were caught at the face of the 
mine beyond the eighteenth room, 
east. It was for these men . that the 
search was being made by the helmet 
crew when Lurdl and Poisa met their 
accident.

M .Anderson, Januaiy 13, 1913, It wac 
started on a Friday, and the notice of 
its dismissal by the supreme court 
came Friday. The frequency with 
which Friday and the thirteenth en­
tered the case did not occur to Mr.

The Erbacher appeal was a writ of 
certiorari on conviction for violation of 
a liquor injunction. The supreme 
court dismissed the matter which now 
returns to the original judgment for

by Judge D. M. Anderson. 

Another case in .which the same at-fjMw 
torneys represented the appellants was 
affirmed by the supreme court. This 
was the damage suit of Virginia Nich-
olson against the city of Ottumwa.
