There was 21,7560 brls. pork sent out by
commission houses : representing the
trade generally., Deliveries of short
ribs were 100,000 1bs.

There was only 25,000 bu. wheat sent;
out, no corn, and 2,200,000 bu. oats, the
latter by elevator interests, and paid
for by commission houses, The after-,
noon deliveries were part of those of'
the morning, Some of the commission!
houses who sent stuff out then took it
back again.

High prices are creating more in-
ducement among farmers to sell their
cash wheat. Increased purchases were
made in Oklahoma, Kansas, Indianal
and Ohio yesterday. Toledo reported
more bought. As there is a full ship-
plng difference between Chicago and
Kansag City, there Is over 400,000 bu
wheat being loaded from the last
named market for Chicago.

RUSSIANS ADMIT
GREAT REVERSE

(Continued From Page 1)

until a general battle ensued about
thirty mileg east of Lemberg. After
long sustained and heavy fighting at,
this point, the Russian captured sev-
eral places where the Austrians had
taken up positions fortified by field
works. .

Of the continued Russian advance
on Lemberg there are no further re-
ports.

Expect Final Victory,

In conclusion the correspondent of
the Times says that the information
given out at headquarters in gt.
Petersburg indicates that the Rus-
sians In spite of the Austrian defense
will bring victory home in this long
sustained and terrible battle in which
probably more than ome million are
engaged.

It as apparent that the British
censors permitted only portions of the
foregoing dispatch from London to
come through. Certain important re-
ferences, notably the statement of the
Times correspondent in which he
sums up the Russian official announce-
ment of the disaster to two army
corps and the death of three Russian
generals, were not permitted to come
out of England.

From the context of the dispatch
however, the inference is clear that
the general staff at St. Petersburg had
announced a Russian disaster in Prus
sla which consisted of a ferious defeat
to two army corps, the gending of
reinforcements evidently German to
Graudenz and Thorn and the death In
battle of three Russian generals, Sam-
sonlv, Martos and Pestitch.

Clalm Victories,

Petrograde, (St. Petersburg) Sept.
2—The following official announce-
ment was made public here today:

“Our forces mvading Galicia have
continued their advance in the direc-
tion of Lemberg. The enemy fell

back gradually before our troops. We
captured some cannon, some re[r'!;d
e

fire guns and some caissons,
pursuit continues.

“Near Guila and Lipa the enemy oc-
cupled a strong position of such na-
tural strength that it was consldered
impregnable. They also desperately
attempted to stop our advance by a
flanking attack In the direction of
Halurz.

“We repulsed the Austrians inflicting
severe losses. We buried on the bat-
tle fleld 14,600 Austrian dead, captured
a flag and 32 guns and a quantity of
supplies, and made many prisoners,
including a general, :

“On the south front in the Warsaw
district all the Austrians’ attacks have
been repelled with success. Assuming
the offensive on our right wing we
forced the Austrians to retreat cap-
turing three cannon, ten rapid fire
guns and over a thousand prisoners.
According to statements made by the
latter the Austrian forces were very’
heavy.” ’

MONTHLY REPORT OF
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I'TOOLE HOLDS
INIQUE RECORD

GIANTS' NEW ACQUIREMENT WAS
AT ONE TIME IN MUCH
DEMAND.

. Chicago, Sept. 2.—Marty O'Toole,
baseball’s highest priced athlete, was
sold Tuesday to the New York Giants,
the figure not being made public by
the Pittsburgh owner. No players
were involved in the deal. This came
a8 & climax to McGraw's efforts to get
the spitball pitcher, efforts which date
back to the days of 1911, when O'Toole
was setting the American Association
afire by his wonderful hurling and be-
coming the most sought for player in
the game. Sixteen clubs were after
his services, and Dreyfus won out by
minutes, paying $22,600 for his con-
tract and agreeing to turn over two
players to the 8t. Paul club.

When the offer for O’'Toole passed
the $16,000 mark thirteen of the six-
teen clubs dropped out of the running,
leaving the Chicago White Sox, the
Giants and Pirates still in the fight.
Mike Cantillon was looking after the
Comiskey end of the deal, having or-
ders to go higher than any other mag-
nate, while Wilbur Robinson was Mec-
Graw’s representative, and Dreyfuss
had his best scout on the job, with or-
ders to get O'Toole at any price.

Secret conferences between Cantil-
lon, Dreyfuss’ man and Robinson wecre
held ‘with Lennon three or four times a
day for nearly a week, first one and
then the other raising the ante. Fin-
ally Cantillon tired of the tangle had
got Lennon’s promise to consult him
before selling the pitcher, saying he
would go a little better on behalf of
Comiskey. Robinson got the same
promise, leaving only the Pittsburgh
club in the fleld.

When Dreyfuss heard of this he
made a secret trip to St. Paul, landing
there Saturday morning. The Pirate
owner's first act was to get Lennon
into an automobile and go for a long
ride. When he returned the announce-
ment was made that he had purchased
the pitcher for $22,600. Shortly after
the check was made out a telegram
arrived from McGraw telllng Lennon
that his final offer was $28,000, while
Cantillon rushed over from Minne-
apolis to remind Lennon of his prom-
ise and to tell him that the Chicago
magnate had ordered him to go as
high as $30,000 for the sensatlon,

Since that time O’'Toole’s work with
the Pirates has been poor., Walivers
have been asked on him time and
again, only to be withdrawn, and now
the announcement {8 made that Marty
is to become a Giant. McGraw saved
many thousands of dollars by mnot
gsending that telegram a few minutes
earlier. It was announced later that
the message was delayed in transmis-
sion.
