Chicago, Oct. 5.—Three loaves of 
bread for five cents will be offered at 
Chicago's municipal markets to at­
tract buyers, it was announced today. 
Free samples of different foods also 
will be served. 

Reasons for the reluctance of farm­
ers to bring their produce to the new 
municipal market, a situation which 
seriously threatens the success of the 
experiment, were made public today 
by members of the market commis­
sion, who spent yesterday interview­
ing farmers.

JURY GIVES GREER 
VERDICT FOR S51 

The jury returned a verdict for the 
plaintiff Saturday afternoon in the 
case of Oscar A. Greer vs. The Dain 
Manufacturing Co., and rendered him 
a judgment for $500. 

This was an action in which Greer 
was asking the sum of $9,000 as dam­
ages for injuries which he alleged he 
received on January 31, 1913 when he 
was struck by a falling post while he 
was employed in the sand house of the 
plant. Saturday morning a motion was 
made by the defendant for the court 
to direct a verdict for the company but 
this was overruled. 

Settle Teter Case. 
The case of Alfred Teter vs. The Chi­

cago Milwaukee & St. Paul R. R. Co., 
was settled this morning. The defend­
ant company is to pay Mr. Teeter the 
sum of $3,750 and each party is to pay 
their own costs. This was an 
action in which the plaintiff sought 
the sum of $50,000 from the rail­
road company for injuries alleged 
to have been received by him when 
employed as a brakeman for the road.

Sheep and lamb trade so discourag­
ing early in the week has met with 
better support on the late trading for 
the week and most of the declines have 
been wiped oot. 

Influences Numerous. 
The break in the cattle market is due 

to a number of causes, but too many 
cattle has been the principal bear in­
fluence. Beef has been abundant all 
around the circle. Grass cattle are 
showing up numerously at Missouri 
river points, and packers have been 
getting considerable Texas stuff direct 
from southwestern points. In the east 
conditions have been no better. Jersey 
City Is selling cattle for less money 
than they can be bought here, reducing 
shipping demand for medium stuff. A 
lot of Canuck cattle have been run 
across the line to be boarded at Buffalo, 
Lancaster, Pa., and other points, while 
a further break at Toronto is calculat­
ed to stimulate this movement. Owing 
to a money famine in Canada, Ontario 
and Quebec are cashing in live stock 
that would otherwise not be for sale. 
Departure of Canadian troops for Eu­
rope has removed a strong beef de­
mand. 

Much of the stuff now selling down 
from $10.00 is quite as low as two 
weeks and even some of the $10.25# 
10.50 kinds are also on basis with two 
weeks ago, they showing at least 25 @ 
35c cut from Wednesday of last week. 

Buyers and sellers alike declare it a 
gambling deal in the medium to right 
good corn steers of value at $8.75@10. 
Bids on this stuff Wednesday varied all 
the way from 15c to 35c, depending 
upon the urgency of the buyers de­
mands, and this accounted for the great 
irregularity in quoting declines on part 
of sellers. Some did not look at the mid­
week market as being worse than 10# 
15c lower, barring prime grades, a's 
compared with Monday, while others 
.declared they sold the bulk of their 
stuff a quarter off, and in cases cited 
30 @ 40c cuts from best sales they made 
on Monday. 

This wide variance in prices will 
likely remain in force as long as the 
range season continues. Where rang-
ers can be used to substitute for native 

beef that kind is getting best action, 
and the slippery, blg-bollled natives 
that are due to dress unsatisfactorily 
are bound to suffer accordingly. The 
same Is true of stuff crowded off pas­
ture and short corn fed. Much of it is 
coming for the obvious reason that 
holders do not want to feed new corn 
and will not buy the old corn at cur­
rent stiff cost. The trade has had a lot 
of grassers this week from Wiscon­
sin and Iowa that have sold all the 
way from $7.65 to $8.40 and better, a 
few heavy fat ones going around $8.75 
and above, but on the bulk of this stuff 
at least 50c was registered Wednesday 
as against a week ago. 

Shipper Outlet Short. 
The shipping situation is not good 

from buyers' standpoint. Jewish holi­
days of late have lnterferred with the 
beef movement apd another set of them 
will be celebrated next Monday and 
Tuesday, which will again cut off kosh­
er demand and also a week later the 
"Feast of Law" will Btop kosher killing. 
Jewish holidays annually put the trade 
In a bad way and this year, with money 
tight and corn high, a lot of stuff has 
been crowded onto the market at a 
time when its presence, together with 
the holiday influence, has worked 
things in bad shape for selling inter­
ests. 

Bulk of the trading on good fat heif­
ers is easily as high as a week ago and 
choice tidy weights are quotable as 
high as any time this season. Choice 
heavy beef cows are also making about 
the same prices as a week ago, but 
fairly good and common grasser grades, 
the $5@6 stuff, are still mostly 15c low­
er than a week ago and such have sold 
this week down to bottom levels of the 
season. Canners and cutters have re­
covered in the last two days moBt of 
the decline of early in the week. 

The cut in prices applies on cows all 
the way up to $6.50 and heifers below 
$7.00, though for the right fat dry lot 
heifers and best cornfed cows market 
now is holding close up with levels 
shown at the finish last week. The 
prices, however, are ranging 50® 7 5c 
lower than early last month on prac­
tically everything below strictly choice 
grade, current general levels being on 
lowest basis for many weeks. 

Prime steers again sold at $11.05 on 
Monday of this week but there have 
been no sales since at this level, the 
nominal quotations being flat $11. 

Yearlings selling above $9.75 have 
encountered less vicissitude, but under 
that mark they have been on a peddling 
basis. 

The run has carried a lot of good 
cattle, a considerable proportion selling 
at $9#10.40. The $8.25#9 grades have 
also been plentiful, this range embrac­
ing a lot of steers that would have been 
materially improved by a longer feed. 

Feeders Hold Firm. 
In the stockers and feeder division 

prices are steady to firm and bulk of 
right good quality steers show levels 
10c higher than low time late last week, 
though a cut of 25<§>40c is still shown 
on most of the medium to good steers 

Sheep receipts this week were 196,-
976 head against 140,000 estimated to 
arrive and compared with 153,970 head 
for the same time last year. 
compared with high point a short while 
ago. For the common and medium 
steers current prices are only on levels 
shown a week ago, and it is a favorable 
time to pick up the light stuff at prices 
that look comparatively cheap. Not 
much eastern buying is done in the 
light stuff since big runs of these 
grades have been marketed at Pennsyl­
vania points this week and the demand 
here from that state has been Bmall. 
Bulk of the supplies are going out ' to 
points within a radius of 150 miles east, 
west and south of Chicago. The freer 
action on part of country buyers of late 
suggests that although money is tight 
in many quarters, a goodly number of 
loans are still being negotiated. 

Veal calf trade is still in a bad rut 
due mainly to the Jewish holidays, de­
mand being cut off. On the bulk prices 
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are 25c off while prime sorts dropped 
from a top of $11.75 last week to $11JIS 
this week. 

Bull trade while displaying soma 
nrmncss In the midweek, closes at 
about the lowest of the week mainly ,o|& 
weights of undor 1,400 pounds. Much'of 
tho low quality stuff Is fully 25c lot 
while the rank and file of bolognas 
down 10# 15c, although choice 
bulla hold steady. 

Chicago receipts this week were 50,« 
443 head against 49,000 expected ta 
t ome and compared with 64,127 for tha 
corresponding time a year ago. Prima 
cuttle a year ago sold at $9.50. , , 

Hog Run is 8maJl. i\* 
A few head less than 370,000 hogs ar« 

rived at Chicago stock yards the past 
month, being among the lightest on 
record for September and about 220,OOP 
less than arrivals for September, 1915. 
The past month's run was smallest for 
any month in four years. Shipment! 
for the month of September totaled 
around 90,000 smaller than a year ago 
and second smallest month's total thia 
year. 

Hog supply has been light this week 
all around the market circle, but price! 
have not responded. Somewhere, hoWi> 
ever, bottom of the slump will be reach­
ed. It is estimated that provision stock! 
at the five western points decreased 
30,000,000 lbs during September anil 
that lard stocks at Chicago will show a 
reduction of 65,000 tierces on Oct 1. D 
retail prices could be revised downward 
as fast as hog values decline, consump* 
tion would be Increased, but this ap> 
pears to be impossible. 1 

With the approach of ba4 weather t 
larger proportion of pigs and light hogt 
is expected. More of this stuff is showl­
ing up now, resulting in a decreasina 
average weight As pigs are healthy, il 
is reasonable to assume that there wiH 
be a surplus of young stuff to markel 
before the country gets on a wlnWf 
feeding basis. 

The top for porkers this week was on 
Tuesday, $9.16 but each day brought the 
level lower, a little strength showing up 
Friday but not enough for a general 
advance. 

Receipts this week with today's re­
ceipts estimate figure 88,213 h^a4 
against 100,000 expected and compare^ 
with 150,838 head for the correspondlni 
time a year ago. 

Iowa Gets Feeding Lambs. 
The proportion of feeding lambs ia 

the western run has increased mater­
ially of late and many are going Into 
finishers' hands. Omaha shipped 79,63$ 
feeding sheep and lambs last week, of 
which 60,000 went to Iowa and Illinolj^ 
which means Chicago territory. So fa* 
Missouri has been a very light buyer 
at Omaha and few have gone from that 
market to Michigan. 

Factors entering into current scarc* 
Ity are shortage of breeding stock o» 
the range and in the corn-belt and bulk 
ish speculators in the \4rest who gob­
bled the big end of the range sprint 
lamb crop and are marketing it judi­
ciously, holding back a world of ew« 
lambs and yearlings to resell on the 
range for stocker purposes, and hold* 
ing much more to hay-feed for tha 
wintei; market. % 

It is perhaps illogical to expect curj» 
rent big prices to hold through the fall 
months and some of the froth that ha.l 
formed on the present bulge will doubV 
less be blown off, but prices might de« 
cline $1 per cwt and still be high In, 1 
relative sense as measured by formei 
years, and .there will be no gettinf 
away from a high fall and winter matv 
ket. 

The market has recovered pratlcalljp 
all of the early week decline on fat 
western stock, some medium stuff be-
lnsr still possibly 10@15c; down from ft. 
week ago. Natives arc as high as lata 
last week, top native lambs, in fact, lOo 
higher. Feeding ewes and lambs hav# 
lost 15@25c, but best light feeder year­
lings and good feeding wethers hav* 
held up frell.
