GET ATTENTION

Critics Expecfs to See Part
of Western Army Sent
Hurrying to the East

TURKISH ARMY IS
NOT MUCH FEARED

England Awaits Invasion of
Egypt Before Starting
Real War on Porte

Paris, Nov. 6.—Grand Duke
Nicholas, commanderin-chief of
the Russian forces in the field, has
sent a telegram to General Joffre,
commanderin-chief of the French
forces, saying the Russians have
gained in East Prussia the great-
est victory since the beginning of
the war.

Washington, D. C.,, Nov. 6.—A
dispatch to Earl Kitchener from
Grand Duke Nicholas, received at
the British embassy here, is al-
most identical with that sent by
the duke to General Joffre.

The grand duke refers to the
greatest victory since the begin-
ning of the war as being in Gali-
cia, and says:

“l am confident of the. speedy
accomplishment of our common
task and am persuaded that deci-
sive victory will be gained by the
allied armies.”

Petrograd, Nov. 6.—The IRus-
sians have captured Jarosiau,
Galicia, and have taken five thou-
sand Austrian prisoners, accord-
ing to a telegram from Lemberg.
Jaroslau is 17 miles northwest of
Przemysl.

Austrian attempts to cut off the
Russian attackers have broken
down and the Austrians now are
in retreat along the river San.

London, Nov. 6.—The latest reports
[rom the western battle front, reach-
ing London from Dutch sources, indi-
cate that the Germansg have retired
from the Yser, but the fighting is said
still to be proceeding within the tri-
angle of Ypres, Dixmude and Boulers.

The latest official communications
give evidence that the German as-
saults are becoming lesg intense, and
there are some indications of the
resumption of the offensive on the
part of the allies, with the Belgians
reported as occupying both banks of
the Yser, and forcing the Germans in
that neighborhood to retire on Bruges.
In spite of these reports, however,
there is no disposition among the al-
lies to be over-confident. Some hint
of this feeling is found in the revived
Interest in London in the Russian
military campaign. Many military
critics are expressing the hope that
the advance on the eastern German
frontier will become such a menace
that Berlin will be compelled to recall
several seasoned corps from the west-
ern front to meet the new danger.

Turkey Not Feared.

Tt is not believed here that Turkey’s
sntrance into the fleld of combat will
greatly affect the Russian campaign
against the Teutonic allies. Russia
has three army corps in the Russian
Caucasus, none of which has been
drawn for service elsewhere in the
war.

Russia is reported successfully to

have invaded Armenia with four army
.corps and the Turkish forces in that
’district~"are said to be today much
weaker than they have been for some
weeks past. Russian troops are re-
ported as already well across the Tur-
kish border, and the fighting is pro-
ceeding along a battle front estimat-
ed from 100 to 160 miles.

Berlin reportg little activity along
the Russian border, and indications
are lacking that the German forces,
having reached selected positions
along the river Warthe, are prepared
to check the onrush of the Russian ar-
mies. Vienna admits that the Rus-
gians have crossed the river San, but
the Austrian armies facing the Rus-
sian left wing evidently are intact,
and in a position to maintain a stub-
born defense.

Italy to Be Forced In.

England’'s warfare against Turkey
{s still naval and is likely so to re-
main until Turkey invades Egypt.
Such a move the allies hope will prove
the final straw to induce Italy to em-
bark her fortunes with the entente

BOER GENERAL IN
RANKS OF GERMANS

London, Nov. 6.—Telegraphing from
Amsterdam, the correspondent of
Reuter’'s Telegram Co., says that Gen-
eral Joost, formerly a commander in
the Boer army, has entered the Ger-
man army as a volunteer.

Two naval aviators practicing at
Johannisthal suffered an accident
which resulted in their death, the cor-
respondent says.

The American consul at Leipzig, the
correspondent adds, has urgently re-|
commended that all British women
anq children leave Germany.

War Situation
Briefly Relcted

Germany Is now striking an-
other mighty blow along the whole
line of battle. Today's official
French statement mentioned se-
vere encounters at various points
between Flanders and the Swiss
border. Meanwhile fighting s
proceeding actively by land and
sea in the new war zone created
by Turkey's entrance into the con-
flict, and a British warship is said
to have met with disaster in the
attack on the Dardanelles,

The battle in Belgium has re-
sulted in no decisive advantages
for either side. The fiercest en-
counters center about a sharp
bend in the German line, forming
a triangle with the northern base
at Dixmude, the southern at Ypres
and the apex at Roulers. Around
this comparatively small area are
compressed great bodies of men
engaged in so deadly a struggle
that, heedless of the effectiveness
of artillery fire, the opposing
forces have pushed forward until
they have come into actual physi-
cal contact. Only sheer weight
of men and metal is sufficient to
win a temporary advance.

Reports from British and French
sources make the claim that the
German attack is weakening and
that the allies now have a reason-
able hope of driving back their
foes to the interior of Belgium.
German advices, however, offer
no basis, for such a conclusion.
Apparently the Germang are
bringing in heavy reinforcements
in the determination of increas-
ing instead of diminishing the
fury of their attack.

Emperor William is said to be
at the scene, personally directing
the attack. Forty heavy German
guns from the Krupp works at Es-
sen are on their way to Arras, at
which point the attack is develop-
ing with violence, in pursuance of
the supposed new plan of the Ger-
mans to pierce the French line at
that point.

Along the rest of the line the
offensive generally remalns with
the Germans.

In the east the Russians claim
a decisive victory over the Aus-
trians. They have re-captured
the town of Jarosiau near the long
disputed fortress of Przemysl,
Petrograd reports, capturing five
thousand Austrian prisoners. The
Austrians are now said to be In
retreat.

Russia Is prosecuting vigorous-
ly the war against Turkey. Pet-
rograd advices are that Russian
forces have entered Armenia by
twq routes, and that several Tur-
kish regiments have been cap-
tured.

The Turkish fleet continues its
activities in the Black sea hav-
ing bombarded the fortified Rus-
sian seaport of Batum. No infor-
mation has been received of the
fate of the British warships re-
ported to have been damaged dur-
ing the bombardment of the Dar.
danelles further than the officail
Turkish announcement that a ves-
sel was struck by a shot from one
of the forts and that an explosion
on board resulted. A British
steamer is said to have been sunk
off Alvali, Asia Minor, and two
British vessels are reported to
have been seized by the Turks at
Smyrna. /

The British and Japanese forces
attacking Tsing Tau are concen-
trating their efforts, according to
official announcement in Tokio, to-
ward the capture of outlying Ger-
man forts, which must be taken
before the attack on the main
positions is inaugurated. More
than 1,000 Japanese have been
killed or wounded.

ANOTHER SEA FIGHT ON

Japanese and British Fleet Reported
Engaging German Warships Off
Peruvian Coast.

San Francisco, Nov. 6.—Private ad-
vices today to prominent British ship-
ping agents here from their corres-
pondents in Valparaiso report that
an engagement is now taking place
off Yauyos, Peru, between British,
German and Japanese warships. Press
dispatches telling of a previous Ger-
man-British naval engagement are
confirmed in the messages.

Invaders Easing Up in the|
Fierceness of Attacks
Due to Exhaustion

Paris, Nov. 6.—Paris appears to be
more optimistic. Hope is expressed
that a few more weeks of patient ef-
fort on the part of the allies will result
in forcing the Germans’ right back in-
to the interior of Belgium and so com-
pelling the withdrawal of the whole
line from Lille to Moselle, toward the
frontier,

This hopefulness is based to a con-
siderable extent on the progress of the
allies west of the Yser, which is ac-
cepted as establishing that the Ger-
mans have fallen back some distance
from the river. The lack of the former
energy in the German offensive be-
tween Dixmude and the Lys, whether
it indicates a general retirement or the
temporary exhaustion of their troops,
is held to be all the more remarkable
since there are no less than eight army
corps massed on that front. - These
corps are described as made up to a
greal extent of reseryists and young
volunteers full of heroism, but accord-
ing to French military experts, defi-
cient in training and, being unharden-
ed like more experienced soldiers,
more likely to fall victims to the rheu-
matism and pneumonia that breeds in
damp trenches.

A dispatch to the Soleil du Midi from
Bouiogne says the attacks were made
by two columns, one from Lens and
the other from Douai, which joined at
Bailleul (17 miles northwest of Lille).
The dispatch continuest
- “FHe~French had evacuated the vil-
lages north of Arras and kept their
troops carefully concealed in the city.
The Germans, expecting no opposition,
marched into the suburb of St. Nicho-
las with bands playing and colors fly-
ing. Suddenly fire was opened from
the houses as the enemy debouched on
to the bridge over the Scarpe, '

“A battalion guard with fixed bay-
onets dashed forward, hoping to escape
into the city but French dragoons un-
expectedly appeared. Caught between
quick firers and the sabres of the cav-
alry. the guardsmen threw down their
arms while the troops behind them
beat a hasty retreat.

“Meanwhile a French aviator drop-

ped bombs destroying the track behind
an armored train which was following |
the columns. On the train was found
a 16-inch gun which was being trans-
ported in sections and accompanied by
a number of engineers from Krupp's.”

Rebel Mexican General Says
He Will Quit When Gen.
Carranza Retires

ANNOUNCEMENT IS
LOUDLY APPLAUDED

“Pancho” Invited to Guard
Convention Which Has
Crossed President

Washington, D. C., Nov. 6.—General
Villa has formally notified the nation-
al convention at Aguas Calientes of his
willingness to resign command of his
troops and retire to private life if that
is necessary to bring about the elim-
ination of General Carranza.

The convention, according to official
reports, received Villa’'s communica-
tion with applause. No action was

taken on it pending a report of a com-

mission which went to Puebla to noti-
fy Carranza of the selection of Gen-
eral Gutierrez as provisional presi-
dent.

Villa’s statemnent is in answer to the
stipulations of General Carranza that
with his o retirement, Villa and
Zapata shoyld be eliminated from mili-
tary autherity.

Five thousand Villa troops were in-
vited to Aguas Calientes by the con-
vention to guard the city, according to
today’s dispatches, when General Gon-
zales, had assumed a threatening atti-
tude at his headquarters a hundred
miles south of Aguas Calientes. No
fighting had taken place when today's
report was dispatched.

Gutierrez has stated to American
agents that as soon as he is sworn in
as provisional president he will issue
the proclamation giving the guar-
antees desired by the United States,
before withdrawing 'its forces from
Vera Cruz. Villa has agreed to sup-
port Gutierrez in enforcing the pro-
clamation, which Carranza declined to
issue, X -

English Writer Praises the

London, Nov, 6.—The press bureau
today issued the following account of
events at the battle front as witnessed
and written by Col. Ed Swinton of the
intelligence department of the general

says: ;

“Friday, Oct. 3¢: I have witnes:ed a
renewal of the efforts against our right
winz which were without success to
the enemy. In the center the bombard-
ment was heavy. Indeed, so many
shells fell around our positions thal
telephone wires frequently were cut.f
The attack in the direction of Ypres
generally was renewed. Southeast of
that town it was pressed in great force
and in places our line was again forced
back a short distance. But on our left
the on-coming Germans were stopped
by our entanglements, under a close
rifle fire, and after two efforts to ad-
vance, they gave way.

“On Saturday, Oct. 31.—a most de-
termined attack was made on our left
and our left center, the pressure being
especially severe against the latter
portion of our position. Part of our
line was driven back temporarily by
the weight of metal and numbers, but
it was almost all recovered again be-
fore night. Against our center the
enemy did not advance, while against
our right they were not nearly so ac-
tive as they were farther north.

“go far, with the assistance of the
Frenich, who have been cooperating ef-
fectually, we have maintained our line
and possession of Ypres, on the cap-
ture of which, by the end of October,
the Germans had set their heart.

“Ag may be gathered, the fighting
of the last five days has been eminent-
ly a soldiers’ battle and without exag-
geration or any undue self-congratula-
tion, it can be said that our men have
behaved splendidly in the face of heavy
odds and against the repeated on-
slaughts of great masses, which were
continually replaced by fresh men and
backed up by almost continuous fire of
immense guns, They have, by their
dogged resistance, well upheld the rap-

utation of our army.

“Heavy as have been cur losses, we
have taken a far heavier toll from the
encmy and we have prevented their
gaining the object on which all their
energies have been concentrated. And
no; only have our troops maintained
their traditions, but our French allies
have been fighting with all the dash for
which they are famous. Judging from
all accounts, they have made at Dix-
mude and along the Yser a name for
themselves which will never die. The
Belgian army, llkewise, has resisted
the furious onslaughts cf the enemy
with the utmost gallantry.

“The German troops also have won
our respect for the way in which they
have advanced.”

EXPLOSIVE NOT | LAID BY HOS-
TILES—HEAVIEST INDIVID.-
UAL LOSS THUS FAR.

Berlin, Nov, 6.—Only the scantiest
authentic details of the sinking of the
German cruiser Yorck are available
here. The admiralty has received from
Wilhemshafen little beyond the an-
nouncement of the time and place of
the accident and the number of men
saved.

A fuller report, it is expected, will
probably be available. Soon it° is
definitely announced, however, that
the sinking was due to a German mine
and not to hostile attacks. The ship,
which was under way, presumably
swung outside of the channel through
a mine field and touched one of the
powerful German mines which made
short work of the big cruiser.

The conduct of the crew in the mo-
ment of disaster, is described as ex-
emplary and there is much regret over
the destruction of the cruiser—the
heaviest individual loss as yet sus-
tained by the German navy.

Half of Crew Missing.

A report reaching here from Wil-
hemshaven shows that 266 men are
missing from the crew of the German
cruiser Yorck, which was sunk re-
cently off the North sea coast of Ger-
many as a result of accidental contact
with a German mine,~ Three hundred
and eighty-four menibers of the crew
including the commander and the first
officer, were taken off by another
vessel.

ARMENIANS GLAD
OF RUSS INVASIAN

Rome, Nov. 6.—The Tribuna pub-
lishes a Petrograd dispatch regarding
the operations of the Russians in
Armenia. It also says that the Rus-
sian newspapers refer to Constantin-
ople by its old Slavonic name of Tsar-
grad. The dispatch follows:

“The Russians in Armenia are oper-
ating along a front of 160 miles. They
entered Turkey by two routes, one col-
umn towards Erzerum and the other
striking southward. The Armenians
everywhere welcomed the Russians,
regarding the war as one of liberation.
Several entire Turkish regiments have
been taken prisoners.

“The name Constantinople has been
replaced in the Russian press by the
old Slavonic name of Tzargrad.

“Emperor William's cousin, Count
Von Schwerin, died at Lodz from
wounds received in an action near
Skierniewice.”

FEDERAL JURT TO
PROGE MINE WAR

JUDGE DIRECTS THAT INDICT-
, MENTS BE RETURNED—IN-
JUNCTION VIOLATED.

Fort Smith, Ark.,, Nov. 6.—Great
crowds were on hand long before the
time for the opening for the federal
court, when the grand jury which will
investigate the recent outbreaks in the
Hartford valley coal mining regions,
was to receive its charge from Judge
Frank Youmans. A great part of the
crowd was made up of regidents of the
mining settlements, who appeared
eager to keep track of all develop-
nmernts.

Judge Youmans lost no time in giv-
ing instructions to the jurors. After
pointing to the fact that an injunction
was issued on May 9, 1914, enjoining
the miners and all others from inter-
fering in any way with the operation
of Prairie Creek mine No. 4, owned by
the Mammoth Vein Coal Mining Co.,

he called attention to the various dis-

turbances which constituted violations
of that injunction, including the out-
bredk on' July 17 when considerable
property was destroyed and two mine
guards alleged to have been murdered
and on October 31, when certain per-
sons under arrest were taken from the
custody of United States deputy mar-
shals by armed forces.

These acts, according to the court,
constituted contempt of court and con-
spiracy, and he instructed that indict-
ments be returned against all whom
the evidence to be presented pointed
to as guilty. ‘

HOSTILE ARMY IN INDIA

Germans Announce That the Arﬁeer
of Afghanistan Will Fight the
British,

Berlin, Nov, 6-—(By wireless)—A
report received here from Constan-
tinople says that the Ameer of Af-
ghanistan has sent an army of 170,000
men, with 135 guns, to the Indian fron-
tier. This news was, given out in of-
ficial quarters in Berlin today to the
press.

spread of foot and mouth disease
was extended today over the

states of lowa and Massachusetts
by Secretary Houston of the de-
pPartment of agriculture.

The Infection wag discovered In
Massachusetts at South Attle-
boro, Bristol county. The lowa
cases were discovered at Parnell,
The disease has now appeared
among cattle in ten states.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 6.—The de
partment of agriculture was today pre
paring to quarantine the state of Iows

because of discovery of foot and mouth
disease at Parnell, Ia. The quaran-
tine order was prepared for issue
later today.

Cases of diseased cattle at Como,
Miss., are suspected of being the foot
and mouth disease and are under in-
vestigation.

Appiies Only to County ?

Des Moiones, Nov. 6.—Dr, Jameg I.
Gibson, state veterinary surgeon, de-
clared today that he had been advised
the proposed action of the agricul-
tural department at Washington did
not contemplate a quarantine against
the whole state of Iowa becausé of the
breaking out-of the foot and mouth
disease among cattle at Parnell. He
said the quarantine would be only
against Jowa county, in which Par-
nell is located.
The state veterinarian said pre-
ventive measures against the spread of
the disease had already been taken by
Iowa's department, Several herds of
cattle in the vicinity of Parnell have
been igolated pending developments.
““The people of Towa are doing every-
thing within their power to keep down

the disease,” said Dr. Gibson, “and
we do not anticipate any serious
epidemic.”

Only Few Affected.

Parnell, Nov. 6.—Cattle from a car-
load shipped from Chicago to Wil
liamsburg, Ia. were found to be in-
fected with hoof and mouth disease
and the places of two farmers who
bought them are under quarantine.
The cattle will be killed today. A car
load shipped to Parnell at the samu
time was found not to be affected.

Close Up at St. Louis,

East St. Louis, Il1l., Nov. 6.—Ths
stock yards here will be closed -for
fumigation for several days beginning
tomorrow. An order to this effect wia
received from government officials to
day.

There are enough cattle now in th
yards to keep the local packing housey
running until Monday or Tuesday,
After the stock now on hand are killed
the packing plants will close. The
closing of the yards and of the packs
ing plants will throw about 10,000 men
out of work.

Peoria to Close.

%aorlz\, 11l., Nov, 6.—Peoria stocfi
yards today received orders from the
Illyncis Live Stock commission to close
until further notice from the commis.
sion, They are also ordered to fuml
gate and disinfect all pens and rune
aways, in order to stamp out the hoot
and mouth disease.

Has No Effect Here.

When asked this morning if the
state wide quarantine by the departs
ment of agriculture would have any
effect on the local packing house, T.
H. Foster, one of the directors, stated
that he did not think so. Mr. Foster
stated that the order is a federal act
and has to do with the shipping of
live stock out of and into the state of |
Jowa and that its effect would be
greater on such packing centerg as
Chicago, Kansag City, St. Louis and
