SUPERINTENDENTS 
CURIOU8 QUE8TION 18 RAI8ED 

BY CARROLL PAPER ON NEW, ^ 

ELECTION LAW, 

Carroll, April 5.—The Carroll Times 
has raised an Interesting and import­
ant question as to the law under which 
county superintendents of schools are 
to be elected In Iowa Tuesday. 
• The law provides that the conven­
tion of school officers which does 
the business "shall organise by the 
selection of a chairman, and, when 
so organized, shall elect a county su­
perintendent of schools, who shall 
possess the qualifications required 
by law," etc." 

But nowhere does the law state by 
what vote the superintendent shall 
be elected. 

Is it by a majority or a plurality 
vote of the convention? 

At general elections a plurality 
vote does the business. Has the con­
vention of next Tuesday the right to 
require a majority vote to elect? 

The law provides that the "con­
vention majr by a majority vote, 
select a committee," to investigate 
the various candidates and report at 
an adjourned meeting, "or by a 
three-fourths vote of such conven­
tion said committee may be author­
ized to elect a county superintend­
ent." That the law fixes a definite 
vote, to do certain things makes omis­
sion of a definition of the vote to 
elect the officer very significant. 

Undoubtedly the point will fur­
nish- occasion for a law suit, for cer­
tainly some candidate who has a 
plurality of the votes, somewhere in 
Iowa Tuesday* will begin proceed­
ings to secure the office. The Times 
thinks it possible the validity of half 
the elections Tuesday will depend on 
the interpretation of the law in this 
respect. • ^
