ENGLISH OFFICIALS v 
GET WRONG IDEA 

Washington, D. C., May 22.—The in­
formal and unofficial conferences be­
tween the commercial adviser of the 
British embassy and the state depart­
ment trade advisers, to expedite hand­
ling of American cargoes, were sus­
pended today by the state department 
because of the apparent misapprehen­
sion in London of how far they bind 
the United States government. 

Reports from Berlin today indicate 
that Germany will,modify its submar­
ine warfare methods to the extent of 
giving crews of doomed ships ample 
time to escape and that where boats 
are flying the neutral flag, the tru&^na-
tionality of the ship will be ascer­
tained before any effort is made to 
destroy it. 

RUSSIAN POLAND 
IN TERRIBLE STATE 

New York, May 22.—The Rockefel­
ler foundation has received informa­
tion that conditions in that part of 
Russian Poland within the German 
and Austrian lines are "much worse 
than the worst in Belgium or north­
ern France" and that the population 
is now actually starving. 

The information comes from Carle-
ton Gibson of the commission for re­
lief in Poland, who reports that thus 
far the efforts of the commission to 
secure grain from neutral countries 
in' Europe have been unsuccessful. 

KAISER CONSOLES 
WIDOW NEW WAY 

Berlin, May 22.- —Emperor William 
has adopted an unusual form in con­
doling with the widow of Captain Otto 
Weddigen, who commanded the sub­
marine U-9 when it sank the British 
cruisers AljOukir, Cressy and Hogue in 
the North Sea last September and who 
later lost his life while in command of 
the U-29. The emperor sent Frau Wed­
digen a message from the general 
army headquarters, informing her that 
he had ordered an iron cross, first 
class, and the Order Pour Le Merite 
handed her to replace the decorations 
her husband had when his submarine 
waE lost. 

BERLIN DEPLORES 
ATTACK ON ITALIAN 

Berlin (via London); May 22.—All 
the morning newspapers condemn in 
the strongest terms the attack by a 
youth on the Italian ambassador last 
evening and warn against the slight­
est molestation of Italians who remain 
in the city. The tone of the press, 
without exception, is strikingly calm 
a'nd moderate. In spite of the fact 
that Italy's course generally is con­
sidered treacherous the articles direct­
ed against her contain little in the na­
ture of abuse.

BOARD OF EDUCATION STARTS 

PROCEEDING AT IOWA 

CITY. 

Iowa City, May 24.—Attorney Gen-
eral Cosson has been asked by the 
Iowa state board of education to begin 
forthwith proceedings to culminate in 
the condemnation of property valued 
at $20,000 and more, in Iowa City— 
the land now occupied by residences 
to be devoted to a site for the new 
$200,00ff college of dentistry hall. 

W. R. Boyd of Cedar Rapids and 
Former Senator ThomaB Lambert of 
Sabula, members of the finance com­
mittee of the board, have been in con­
ference With the university authorities 
and the action was decided on as ne­
cessary when it was found that some 
of the property owners would not sell 
at prices satisfactory to the board. 

The chief justice of the Iowa su­
preme court will be asked by Attorney 
General Cosson to name a board of ap­
praisers and the condemnation of 
buildings owned by Former Senator 
George W. Ball, T. D. Davis, Alice 
Carr and W. A. Dutton. 

The board has but $30,000 to ex­
pend for land, and part of that must 
be used to buy sites for other struc­
tures to be erected next year. 

The buildings now in controversy 
will be razed as soon as the state gets 
them—probably shortly after July 1

The launching was participat­
ed in by members of the Illinois naval 
reserve, officials of the state, city and 
federal government and Illinois nation? 
al guard officers. The craft was 
christened "Alice." 

NEW AUTO ROAD PLANNED. 

Muscatine, May 22. —The establish­
ment of an automobile highway extend­
ing from Peoria, 111., to Des Moines, 
through Muscatine, is to follow the 
visit made here by the Peoria associa­
tion of Commerce on their good fellow­
ship tour of the northwest. The line 
will extend from Muscatine easterly 
through Aledo, 111., Monmouth and 
Galesburg, and west from Muscatine to 
Montezuma, thence to Des Moines.
