WAR SUMMARY.

The Germans have entered the
French first line trenches between Ft.
Douaumont and Vaux, northeast of
Verdun, having changed their offen-
sive from the region of Le Mort Hom-
me for the present.

The attack was made over a front
of about two miles and was preceded
by violent bombardment. The French
met the German assaults with their
machine guns and held them back at
every point, except between Ft. Douau-
mont and Vaux. ‘Heavy losses were
inflicted on the Germans, according to
Paris.

In the Voeges mountains near Alt-
kirch the Germans report the occupa-
tion of French positions 350 meters
long and 350 deep and the capture of
gsome prisoners and booty.

Fighting on the Austro-Italian front

has been especially severe in Tyrol
and while the Austrians are still on
the offensive, the Italians claim to
have stopped them and in several in-
stances to have driven them back.
_ On the Russian front fighting is in
progress all along the line, though no
changes of importance in positions
have been reported by either the
Russians or Germans.

In Asia Minor the Turks have taken
the offensive and temporarily halted
the Russian advance toward Mesopo-
tamia. All the Turkish attacks were
repulsed, except at Mamakatum, which
was evacuated by the Russians. Here
the fighting was over a front of twen-
ty miles. The Turks are sald to have
been heavily reinforced by Germans
and Austriane.
