HERE OF MEXICO

FORMER OTTUMWAN WRITES OF
CONDITIONS PREVAILING IN
HUNT FOR VILLA,

NEWS SUPPRESSED

Reports Restricted To Prevent Break
With Carranza,
Utecht In Letter To

Wife's Mother.

The following interesting account of

conditions that have prevailed in Mex-
ico since the punitive expedition under
Gen, J. J, Pershing wasa sent out from
Columbus, N. M., is taken from a re-
cent isgue of the Cedar Falls Gazette,
It 18 a'letter from Byron Utecht, a for-
mer Ottumwan, who has been doing
newspaper work in Texas for several
years, to his mother-inlaw who re-
sides In Cedar Falls.
July 7. —That the
people of the north do not realize or
know the real situation in Mexico due
to mlilitary censorship of stories sent
out, is declared by B. C. Utecht of Fort
Worth, Tex., in a letter to Mrs, J. D.
Brodie of this city.

Utecht ig a newspaperman, at pres-
ent Mexican correspondent for a Dal-
las newspaper and several others,

He has heen with both Villa and Car-
ranza armies during the last two years
and has interviewed both the bandit
leader and the Mexican first chief at
He was present at the
uprising at Vera Cruz and at present
is with the American punitive expedi-
tion into Mexico.

Utecht declares that the Carranza
soldiers have never, at any time, co-
operated with American troops, but on
the contrary, have time and time again
treacherously attacked them,
times that never have been publicly
reported, That the recent Carrizal bat-
tle was the fifth attack of note upon
American goldiers in Mexico is averred

various times,

“The betrayal
American troops at Carrizal by Car-
ranzista soldiers is but the last of a
long series of treacherous acts on the
part of Mexican forces,” says Utecht,
before Carranza’s
men—not bandits—attacked bodies of
the American expeditionary force. The
other attacks were at
Chihuahua, Parral and Satevo. At the
time these fights
thought necessary by Generpl Persh-
ing to restrict reports of the betrayals
in order to cause no break with Car-
ranza. The United States and the de
facto government were then supposed
to be allies in the pursuit of Villa and
bandits, but the allies never gave any
cooperation, active or passive.

The public may be somewhat famil-
iar with the Parral incident of April
12, when 160 cavalrymen, under Major
Tompkins, were invited and escorted
into the town by the civil and military
autharities and then attacked in the
Tompkins had halted several
miles from the city and had no inten-
tion of entering, but a Carranza officer
came up and told him he and
would be welcome.

“The Mexican authorities afterward
declared that the Americans forced
their way into the town without notice,
that they had been warned to keep
away, and that it was the Americana
who began the attack. Mexican of-
ficials also declared that after the
Americans opened fire the Mexican
populace, not the soldiers, drove back
the Tompkins force.

“Peons, women and children weak
from hunger and stirred by the sight
of the pale-faced ‘gringo’ capturing
their town, defeated the Americans,
according to Parral and Chihuahua
newspapers. But the Americans say
the pacificos were not hostile and at-
tempted no violence. Only the al-
lles, the Carranza soldiers, were in-
volved. And to further show their
friendship and appreciation of our
assistance to rid the country of Villa,
they shouted “To hell with the Amerl-
cans,’ ‘Kill the gringoes,' ‘Drive them
back to the Rio Grande.'

“The Parral and Carrizal incidents
are almost identical., At the latter
place General Gomer Invited the
Americans for a conference. There
was no show of hostility, and then
when the Americans were trapped
they were attacked by a superior
force.

“The public probably has read only
a line or two of the attack of the
Carranzistas againat the ‘flying
squadron’ of General Pershing, at the
head of which rode the general him-
gelf. This was just two days before
the encounter at Parral. Our automo-
bile column was hurrying through a
rough mountainous country to reach

Satevo, but luck was against us, Our |4

guides, all natives, lost us several
times, and darkness found us thirty
miles from the Satevo base.

We discarded our guides, relied on
our own scouts, and got along better.
About 8 p. m. we ran into a Carranza
camp commanded by General Her-
nandez. The Mexican soldiers and
their ‘soldaros’ were just cooking
‘cenna’ and kept aloof from us until
we offered cigarettes and matches.
They were friendly as long as these
held out.

“A half hour after we left the Car-
ranza camp we were attacked. The
night was dark, and we could only
see the flashes of the enemy's guns.
But there were no bandits in that vi-
¢'nity. And only thirty minuutes be-
tore we had left a Carranza camp
whose troops were well armed and
mounted. They sized us up, saw we
had enly thirty soldiers, and the de-
duction is simple. Three hundred
shots were exchanged.

“The Americans got under their
autos and trucks and fired from
these excellent barricades, and the
Carranzistas were forced to retreat.
Next day the Carranza camp buried
several men. They might have killed
General Pershing himself. The au-

tomobile I was in had its light brok- S

en and we ran into a ditch. No ban-
dits were reported In that vicinity
next day. Only the Carranzistas wera
there.

“When Captain Foylouis and Lleu-
tenant Dargus of the aero squadron
flew to Chihauhua early in April they
were attacked, their machine damaged
and Carranza soldiers arrested the pair.
It was only upon representation by
Consul Letcher that they were released
and allowed to return to camp. The
Carranzistas insisted that no American
aviators had a right to fly over the city
although before that they informed
Letcher they had no ohjections.

“Betrayal number four was at Cus-
thuirachic, the richest mining town In
Mexico. It was here that the eighteen
Americans llved who Were massacred
by Villistas at Santa Isabel several
months hefore.

“Another correspondent, myself and
a guard of nine men under Captain
Walter H. Smith, went to Cusl, as it is
called, to awalt the arrival of Pancho
Villa's body. It was declared Villa had
been killed near there and that the
body would arrive some time that day.
This was April 27.

“Before entering the city we stopped
on the outskirts and telephoned to the
jefe de armas, told him our errand, re-
quested permission to come In and
asked only for common courtesy. We
were told to come on and we did. The
malin street is a gully and from either
side a Mexican force could hide on top
of houges or on the hills and annihilate
a force in the narrow, winding street,
so narrow one could not turn the autos
around.

“The entire populace, men, women
and children, lined the streets and
house¢tops and the farthr we went into
the town, the more they insulted us.
Children ran at ue and called ug names.
Carranzista soldiers shouted Viva Villa,
viva Mexico. Run the Americans out.
I was glad Captain Smith didn’t under-
stand Spanigh or it might have precip-
itated a ight. Captain Smith asked per-
mission to use either a telephone or
telegraph wire to Consul Letcher in
Chihuahu,

“The jefe, an old man with sores on
his face, gave consent and whispered
something to a subordinate officer,

eighteen miles to camp the Mexicans

When_wq went to_the telegraph and!was taken back to the hospital.

telephone offjces both places promptly
announced that the wires were down,
In other words, they refused to let us
use the wires., The Mexican oaptain
who escarted us around the streets fre-
quently remarked to us:

“‘You'll have good cause to remem-
her my name, Why don't you gringo
soldlers start something? Villa? Oh,
hell with Villa, You've got us to think
about now.'

“Villa's body did not come and no
one could say when it would come.
Moreover, the Carranza troops, plainly
were becoming mare hoatile and having
but nine guards with us we decided to
return to San Antonlo, The only thing
that prevented an attack seemed to be
due to the fact that one of the corres
pondents offered to take some pletures
of the Carranga soldiers.

‘“‘Mexiocans are extremely vain aboput
having their pictures taken., 1 have
known them to call a flght to have a
photo taken of \he ‘victory.! Mexicans
always call it a victory, no matter
which side wins, The moment after we
took the picture we were on our way
back to eamp and breathed easier,

“From the day the sxpedition crossed
the border It was subjected to some
petty and some serlous annoyances by
Carranza troops, At the battle of Tom-
ochie, forty Carranga troops were under
some major, But they put up no fight
and soon left the American command.
They have stoned truck trains, ired on
them, aided the Villistas, refused the
expedition any information regarding
bandits, refused food and =ent the
troops warnings to go no farther pouth,

“But the p¢ n, the poor people of the
republic, were never in any hosatlle
demonstration or acts of violence, All
those in towns along the line of com-
munication say they will have to leave
if the American forees withdraw, as
z:ndlta and Carransistas will be their

en."”
