The furniture is of nut brown reed 
type, the chairs being upholstered in 
gray Spanish leather and .the table, 
desk and chairs all of the frosted finish 
thus harmonizing with the color 
scheme used throughout the furnish­
ings of the room.

Immediately back of the reading 
room lis the directors' or committee 
room where private sessions may be 
held.

Tiffany paper is 
used on the walls with the lower por­
tion of the side walls done in an imi­
tation, leather paper of greenish cast 
separated from the main body of the 
papering by a band of brown mahog­
any, the woodwork of the room being 
finished in this style.

Retail Merchants Room. 
Across the hall from the reading 

room is the'office of the Retail Mer­
chants' association where Secretary 
Shanaban and his stenographer are 
quartered. This room is nicely paper­
ed in a light colored grass cloth paper 
with a pearl ceiling. The woodwork 
is in brown mahogany and the desks 
and office furniture in oak. Lignt 
linoleum is used on the floor.

Has Modern Kitchen. 
It is in the latter room where the 

housewife would find her wishes satis-
fled, for the most modern type of 
kitchen is provided. Plenty large, the 
equipment is such as might be found 
in the apartment kitchenette that in 
order to conserve space had all con­
veniences located in just their proper 
place. Room is plentiful but so are the 
appliances for cookery and serving. 
An immense gas range takes up most 
of one side from which the pantry is 
entered. At the rear wall there is 
shelving adjoining the pantry en­
trance and next to this a big roomy 
china closet or built in cupboard that 
holds a volume of china ^nd cooking 
utensils. Next to this is a sink with
