Each employment agency puts great
emphasis upon the fact that very
woman should be self- supporting,
either in the home or owt of it, and
that no work i menial so long as the
person concerned feels that it is not.
Positions are secured for girls only
over 16 years of age, and no girl is
sent to any place which has not been

dred thousand dollars' “worth of prop-
erty. After interviewing four hundred
applicants for this position, the ma-
tron ftnally selected one girl she
thought would do and introduced her
to the old people. They immediately
liked her, drove her proudly home in
their motor car and after a trial period
of ten months took out legal papers
of adoption.

This is only one girl out of thou-
sands who have been placed in good
positions of one sort or another during |
the past year by the employment
agencies of the United States bureau
of immigration. The demands for
daughters are scarce, but calls for ser-
vants, companions, chaperons d
cornmercial employes are numerdus.
