HAS POOR OPINION 
REGARDING BOCHES 

"I have seen a number of German 
prisoners and am not greatly impres­
sed with the individual supports of 
Kaiserism." This is the statement made 
by Private William Baker of Company 
G in a letter to his sister, Mrs. W. K. 
Breckenridge. 313 Albany street. 

Mr. Baker tells very interestingly 
about the different soldiers he has seen 
and his impressions of them. He con­
tinues as follows: 

"My opinion doesn't seem worth 
very much, but what information I've 
gleaned from English, French, Austral­
ian and Scotch soldiery causes me to 
believe the end is near. I certainly hope 
so. 

"I was talking to a Highlander, a 
handsome young fellow. 19 years old 
who has been in the war since the be­
ginning. He was 'over the top' seven­
teen times, has been wounded five 
times, and at the time I was talking 
to him he was back from a furlough 
to his rocky hills. They certainly are 
a rugged people and I think England's 
best It is a proven fact that they are 
fighters. 

"How are the kids? Tell Arthur if he 
is good I'll bring him a German to train 
as a pet. 

"It sure is remarkable the manner 
in which these nations have organised 
and handled the gigantic problems that 
confronted them at the beginning of 
the war. With our resources, wealth and 
wonderful minds at the wheel, our mil­
itary organization could be perfected 
that would make Germany's best seem 
poor in comparison." 

MAY RELEASE 
FARM HELPERS 

UNION. ' WILL ASK MARSHAL 
CROWDER TO EXEMPT MEN 

WHO OWN OR TILL LAND " 

Des Moines. Feb. 14— Faced by a 
possible shortage in crop production 
in 1918, farm organizations have 
launched a final effort to gain exemp­
tion from immediate national army 
service of skilled ^arm laborers in 
Iowa. 

J. F. Niccolls of Winfield, chairman 
of the'executive board of the low* 
division of the Farmers' union, an­
nounced that some success already 
had attended the effort. 

All farmers that come under the 
classification of "skilled farm labor-
era," who hav6 been placed in Cliss 
1 of the questionnaire classification, 
are the ones affected. 

MUST ACT PROMPTLY 
They are requested to send imme­

diately to George McKelvey of Colum­
bus Junction their serial and order 
numbers, together with affidavits sup­
porting their "skilled farm laborer" 
claim. 

This information must be in Mr. 
McKelvey's hands within a day or 
two, in order that he may send it on 
to Washington before February 15, 
virtually the last day for appeals 
from local and district boards' classi­
fication. 

Mr. McKelvey has been appointed 
by Charles Barrett, chairman of the 
federal board of farm organizers, to 
take charge of the appeal work in 
Iowa. McKelvey is state organizer 
for the Farmers' union. 

The appeals will be transmitted 
directly to Provost Marshal General 
Crowder, with whom the matter al­
ready has been taken up, and Be will 
refer them to Governor Harding, who 
will take them up with the district 
boards. 

It is contended that the farmers in 
many cases have not been classified 
within the intention of the provost 
marshal general, and that many have 
been placed in Class 1 who should 
have been placed in Class 2, or even 
3. 

New York, Feb. 14.—That the fluc­
tuation in batting and pitching 
strength among the stars of the Na­
tional league, from year to year, is not 
so great as generally supposed, is 
shown by a study of the averages of 
recent seasons. A comparison of the 
work of the leading twenty players 
during the past five years develops 
some interesting data along these 
lines. 

Beginning with the 1913 season it is 
found that the grand batting average 
of the twenty hitters of the league dur­
ing the season was .326. The follow­
ing year the percentage fell to .303 
and In 1915 dropped to .295. It moved 
back in 1916 to .302 and last season 
the average was .297, giving a five 
year average of .303. 

Over the same stretch of years the 
twenty leading pitchers, judged from 
the standpoint of runs earned by op­
ponents, improved in effectiveness 
steadily until 1917, when their work 
showed a slump. At the end of the 
1913 pennant race the first twenty 
hurlers of the National league showed 
an average of 2.52 runs per nine in­
ning game. These figures were grad­
ually cut down to 2.01 in 1916 and 
then raised to 2.31 at the close of the 
pennant race of last year. 

The average team batting ability of 
the eight clubs in these same five 
years dropped from season to season 
until 1917, when It rase, two points 
above the lowest average of the 
period. It was the highest in 1913, 
when the figures stood at .289. In 1916 
the slump had carried the average 
down to .247 and last year it stood at 
.249. The same fluctuations are not 
shown in the fielding averages, how­
ever, as the figures for 1913 are but 
one point higher than those of 1917 
and the high point was touched in 
1916. The figures range from .962 
high to .959 with a grand average of 
.961. The base stealing figures have 
been steady except in 1916, when the 
average showed an increase.
