John Patrick formerly Deputy Clerk
of Breathitt county said he had known
Little for twenty years and was familiar
with lrs handwriting He recognized
the body of several of the affidavits as
being in his hand One or two of the
signatures alo bore a strong resemblance
to the defendants style of penmanship
In cross examining this witness for the
defense Mr Sam McKec was nonplused
