Aithough each is known in that conti-
nent only as a conquering power, al- |
though the methods of each in spread- |
ing its dominion have been force and
fraud in about e ual degrees, and
ne.ther serupled to deceive an enemy or |

betray a friend whenever a point was |

to be gained by so doing. the success
of the two has been wdely ditier-
ent. Russia has not only aequired
much more territory than England,
but, after its acquisition, it is the
soure« of less trouble. Revolts some-
times oceur in Russian Asia, but they
are always of purelyloeal origin. are |
confined to narrow limits, and are sup-

pressed with very little diffleulty. Nor

does it appear that there is ever {felt

by the Russian oflicials any of that con- |
stant dread which makes official life |
in India not worth the living.

THE ORIOLE'S SONG.

Impossible to Describe or Reduce the Notes
of These Charmicg Birds.

This bird’s song consisted of four
notes, and it is curious although
there is a peculiar, rich, e qual-
ity by which the oriole notes may be
recognized, no two sing alike. Robins,
song sparrows, and perhaps all other
birds sing differently from each other,
so far as I have observed, but none dif-
fer so greatly—in my opinion—as ori-
oles. The four thatI bave been able to
study carefully enough to reduece this
song to the musical scale, though all
having the same compass, arrangei the
notes differently in eyery case. The
oriole is, of course, not limited in ex-

ression to his song. 1 have ken of
Eis ery of distre;gor of war, :ﬂm was
two tones slurred together. The ordi-
nary call, as he goes about a tree, es-
pecially a fruit-tree in bloom, seeking
jnsects over and under each leaf or blos-
som, is a single note, loud snd clear. If
& pair are on the tree together, it is the
same, but much softer.

An oriole that I watched in the Cats-
kill Mountains regularly fed his mate
while she was sitting, and as she lefl
the nest after giving her a morsel, he
uttered two notes which sounded ex-
actly like “A-dien,”” adding, after a
pause, two more which irresistibiy said,
“Dear-y.”" There was a peculiar mourn-
fuloess in this bird’s strain, as if he im-
plied “It's a sad world; a world of cats
and crows and inquisitive people, and
we may never meet again.”” Perhaps it
was prophetic, for disaster did over-
take the listle family; a high wind
rocked the cradle-- which also was on a
s;mall maple tree—so violently as to
throw out the youngsters before they
could fly. The accident was remedied
as far as possible by returning them to
the nest, but whether they were injured
by the fall I never learned.

Seolding is quite ready to an oriole’s
tongue, and even squawks like a robin’s
are pot unknown. The female has sim-
ilar utteranees, but in those [ have list-
ened to her song was weaker, lacked
the clear-cut perfection of her mate's,
aud sounded like the first efforts of a
young bird. In the case of those now
under consideration, the female repro-
duced exactly her partner’s uotes, only
in this ioferior style, which seemed
rather unusual.
