DIAMONDS

Are to be Found on the [Little Sandy, in
Kentucky.

An address by H. Carvell Lewis before
the geological section of the Britich Asso-
ciation on “A Diamond Bearing Perdohtc
aud the Genemis of the Diamond,” has
deal of attention.
Prof. Lewis stated that the same forma-
tions existed in Kentucky as were found

of South Africa. He stated that the ma-
trix of the diamond was in some wayofa
volcanic origin, either in form of mud or
ashes or lava. Also that the diamonds
were mostly found in tubesor pipes which,
2§ he says, went down vertically to an
unknown depth, penetrating the sur-
rounding srata. ‘fle:e diamond bearing
matter when first penetrated was a soft,
yvellowish, friable substance, readlly
crumbling when ex . Ata depth of
about one hundred feet it became darker

blue color, varying in places to & dark

The diamonds had evidently been push-
ed up through these pipes by voleanic
action from some obscure beds below.

But the most interesting ‘statement is
this: It is certain that tht,re are carbon-
iferous beds in Kentucky, though the
existence of volcanic pipes ‘filled with per-
dolite, which Prof. Carvell Lewis holds
to be the matrix of the diamond, has not
been generally known, or if known to ge-
ologists, has been regarded as possessing
no particular significance.
