Which Requires Carcul IIinUin

Nitro glycerine is a very innocent
looking liquid much the same in ap-
pearance

¬

as the simple glycerine but so
terribly explosive as to be exceedingly
dangerous to handle in an- - wa ly
namite is practically an adulterated
form of nitro glycerine consisting of
very fineh pulverized earth saturated
with three times it weight of the liquid
and resembles closely the cheap brown
sugar or dampened graham flour and
while very much less dangerous to han-
dle

than the liquid is -- et almost equal
to it as an explosive and very much
more powerful than gun powder As
sold for usv it is put up in cartridges
and accompanied by fulminating caps
and fuse for exploding it The eap
and fuse are attached to the cartridge
011I3- - as they are used and carefully
prepared directions fordoing this with
illustrations are furnished free by the
seller

To blow out a stump make a hole
with a crowbar under it having the
end of the hole as near as possible
under the solid center of the stump
Insert a prepared cartridge veiy care¬

fully using a wooden stick and not a
crow bar to push it to its place Pack
sand or loose dirt closely around the
cartridge light the fuse and run be¬
