ure in business, disappointment, be-
reavement, is only God's way of shak-
g us out of onr comfortable nest in
forder that we may learn how to fly. You
who are complaining that you have no
faith or courage or Christian zeal have
had 1t too ensy, You never will learn
to fly in that comfortable nest  Like
an eagle, Chreist has carried us on His
bauck. At times we have been shaken
