The German retreat
is being retarded by the im-
mense quantities of stores
which choke the roads.

London, Oct. is. In the fightins
in Flanders the British have captured
Menin, a railway center of great im-

portance, about four miles northwest
of Turcoing.

Americans Press Forward.

With the American Army North-
west o Verdun, Oct. 15 (8:30 p. m.)
In -- the face of the most stubborn re-

sistance conceivable, including liter-
ally hundreds of machine-gu- n nests,
the Americans advanced again today
and widened the breach in the Kricin-hild- e

line.
The Germans heavily shelled the

center and left center of the Ameri-
can line and desperate'- - counter at-

tacks were carried out. These coun-
ter attacks failed.

The Americans who' captured Hill
209 and penetrated the strong wire
defenses between Landrcs-Et-S- t.

Georges and St. Georges have passed
St. .Juvin.

The American gains in general
were acconiplisneil through pursu-
ance of the strategic policy of sur
rounding the objectives rather than,
storming them. The machine-gun- -

filled woods and heights lying in the
path of the American advance were
taken for the most part by going
around ihem on the left and right
and joining forces again on the north
side and clearing up the areas thus
encircled.

London, Oct. 15. American troops
on patrol crossed the SeHe River in
the neighborhood of St. Souplet,
south of Le 'Cateau, yesterday, and
took 30 prisoners. Field Marshal
Haig announced in an official report
today. ..

Washington, D, C, Oct. 15
American troops north of Verdun are
operating against strong enemy po-

sitions and have passed the towns of
Cuncl and Rohiagne, Gen. l'ershing
reported today under date of yester-
day.

The dispatch follows:
"This morning American troops re-

sumed the advance. North of Verdun
they are now operating against posi-

tions of greatest strategic value and
natural strength. Today we passed
beyond the towns of Cunel and Ro-mag-

Georges and Landres-F.t-S- t. Georges.
About 750 prisoners have been re-
