It was the contention of the plain-
tiff that when the petition for the or-
ganization of the district was amend-
ed by order of the county court and
the boundary lines changed irom the
lines prescribed in the petition, that
the order established a district on
other and different lines without no-
tice to parties affected and was void
and that the court acted without juris-
diction to establish a district differ
ent from that petitioned for without
due notice. It was further contended
that a road district cannot levy and- -
assess taxes within the limits of in- - .

corporated towns.
