Important Tax Title Decision. In
April 1810, Stephen Donohoe sued James
Coy in the Chariton circuit court, in on ac
tion of ejectment, to recover a tract of
land in Chariton county, on which Coy
lived. Donohoe claimed the Innd by pur-

chase, at the land sales for taxes, made by
the Sheriff of Chariton county, in Septem
ber 1844, for the taes of the year 1812.
Some two or three trials were had in the
Chariton circuit court, but the juries were
unable to agree upon a verdict, and at the
March term 1818, of the Chariton circuit
court a change of venue was taken to
Grundy county; and during last week, at
the October term 1818, of the Grundy cir
cuit court, the case was tried, and a ver-

dict and judgment rendered in favor of the
plaintiff.

Un the trial, the plaint itt read in evi-

dence a deed made by the Sheriff of Char
iton county to him, conveying the land in

controversy, reciting that the. taxes on the
land for the year 1842, remained unpaid,
and that the plaintiff had purchased the
land, nt the land sales for taxes, made in

the year 1811 in Chariton county. The
plaintiff also proved the defendant in pos-

session of the land when the suit was
brought.

The defendant proved possession in him-

self and those under whom he claimed, for
twenty years prior to the beginning of the
suit.

The court instructed the jury that the
Sheriff's deed read in evidence by the plain-

tiff, was prima facia evidence of the title
iahim to the land in controversy; and that
possession of the land by defendant, for
ten or more years was not sufficient to de-

feat the action, unless the plaintiff's right
lo the land under the Sheriff's deed, com
meneed ten- or more years prior to the com-

mencement of the suit.
The defendant enceptcd lathe opinions

of the couilf and we understand the case
will be taken to the Supreme court.

P. T. Abcll, Esq., of this place, was coun-
sel for the plaintiff. Jas. G. Vincent, Esq.,
ol Key test illc, and V. E. Iiragg, Esq., of
Gallatin, were counsel for the defendant
Brunswicker,
