GOVERNMENT:
Its obligation to contridutb bv

VARIOUS MEANS TO THE MoilAL AND

Intellectual elevation or a Peo-Mr- .

Editok. Government should
bo ono of tho great means of promoting
liberty, that moral strength and eleva-

tion, which we all acknowledge to be

our supremo good.
I thus speak of Government, not be

cause it always promotes this end, but
in

because it may and should thus ope
rate. Civil institutions should be di-

rected chiefly to a moral or spiritual
good, and, until this truth is fell, they
will continue, I fear, to be perverted
into instruments of misery. Other
views of their design, I am aware, pre.
vail. We are sometimes told, that O
Government has no purpose but on

earthly one; that, whilst religion takes
care of the soul, government is to watch
over outward and bodily interests.
This separation of our interests into
earthly and spiritual, seems to me un

founded. There is a unity in our whole
being.

There is one great end for which
body and mind were created, all the
relations of life were ordained; one
central aim, to which our whole being
should tend; and this is the unfolding
of our intellectual and moral nature,
and no man thoroughly understands
government, but lie who reverences it

as a part of God's stupendous machine
ry for this sublime design. I do not
deny that government is instituted to
watch over our present interests.
But still it has a moral purpose, be

cause present interests are, in an im-

portant sense, moral; that is, they are
instruments and occasions of virtue,
calls to duty, sources of obligation, and
are only blessings when they contribute
to the health of the snul. The chief ties
that hold men together in communities,
are not self interests, or compacts, or
positive institutions, or forco. They
are invisible, refined, spiritual ties,
bonds of the mind and heart. Our best
powers end affections crave insiinut- -

ively for society as the sphere in which
they are to find their life and happi
ness, ut an me doctrines uy which
vice has propagated itself. I know none
more pernicious than the maxim, that
statesmen are exempted from the com
mon restraints of morality, that na-

tions are not equally bound with indi-

viduals by the eternal laws of justice
and philanthropy. Through this doc
trine, vice has lifted its head unblush
ingly in the most exalted stations. In
the very heart of nations, in the cabi-

net of ruler?, has been bred a moral
pestilence, which has infected and con'
laminated all orders of the Stale.
There is no foundation for tho vulgar
doctrine, that a Slate may flourish by
arts and crimes. The moral principle
is the life of communities. Self-seeker-

unprincipled men, by flaltoring bad
passions, and by darkening the public
mind, usurp tho seat of judgment and
plans of power and trust, and turn free
institutions into lifeless forms or instru

ments of oppression.
Vice never yields the fruits of virtue.

Injustico to strangers does not breed

justice to our friends. Malignity, in

every form, is cf?rp of hell, and the poll

cy which feeds it is infernal. The first

luty of a ruler is to build up Ihe moral
energy of a people. This is their first

interest; and ho who weakens it, in
flicta an injury which no talent can
repair; nor should any splendor of ser-vice- s,

or any momentary success, avert
from him tho infamy which he has
earned. Let public men learn to think

more reverently of their function. Let

them feci that they are touching more

vital interests than property. Lul

them fear nothing so much as to sop

tho moral convictions of a people, by

unrighteous legislation, or a selfish poli- -

they and their contemporaries live but

for a day, tho State is lo live for ages;
and that time, tho unerring qi Liter, will

vindicate the wisdom os well as the
magnanimity of tho public man, wh",

confiding in tho power of truth, justice,

and philanthropy, asserts their claims,
and reverently follows their monitions,
amidst general disloyally and corrup
tion. I havo thus spoken of tho obli-

gation of government to contribute by
various means to tho moral elevation
of a community; and am "pained' that
an institution, capuble of such purifying
influences, should so often be among the
chief engines of a nation's corruption.

If my obsesvalions prove dull, you
can, of course, at any moment, leap to

the conclusion that"! am, &c," at the
end of this sheet. It is an ago of
skipping. I wish to belong to a State,

the character and institutions of
which I may find a spring of improve-merit- ,

music not excepted, which I can
speak of wiih an honest pride, in whose
records I may meet great p.nd honoied
names, and which is making tho world
its debtor by its discoveries of truth,
and by an example of virtuous freedom.

save me from a country which wor-

ships wealth, and cares not for true
glory, in which intrigue bears rule; in

which patriotism borrows its zeal from
tho prospect of oflice, in which hungry
sycophants besiege with supplication
all the department of State; in which
public men bear tho brands of vice,
nnd the seat of government is a noi-

some

sink of private licentiousness and
political corruption. Tell mo not of
ihe honor of belonging to a free coun-

try.
I ask, does our liberty bear generous

fruits? Does it exalt us in manly spirit,
in public virtue, above countries trod-

den under foot by despotism? Tell me it

not of the extent of our territory. 1

care not how largo it is, if it multiply
degenerate men.

Of this country I may say with pe-

culiar

it

emphasis, that its happiness is

bound up in virtue, on this our union
can alone stand firm. Our union is

not like that of other nations, con-

firmed by the habits of ages, and rivi-te-

by force. It is a recent, and still

more, a voluntary union. It is idle to a

talk of force as binding us together.
Nothing can retain a member of this
confederacy, when resolved on separa-

tion. The only bonds that can perma-

nently unite us, are moral ones. The
union is threatened by sectional jeul- -

ousii p. and collisions of local interests.
which can be reconciled only by a mag-

nanimous liberality. It is endangered
by (he prostitution of executive patron- - j

age, through which the public treasury
is turned into a fountain of corruption,
and by the lust for power, which per-

petually convulses the country for the
sake of throwing office into new hnnds;
and the only remedy for these evils, is

to be found in (he moral indignation of
the community, in a pure, lofty spirit,
which will overwhelm with infamy this
selfish ambition.

" TllE rillST PLANK IIOAD MOVEMENT.

In the list of ihe great improvements
which have given to this ago the char-

acter which it will bear in history
above all others the age of happiness
lo the people ihe plank road will bear
a prominent place, and it deserves it.

It changes the condition of the farmer
wherever it is found. It gives a thor-

oughfare, second only to the railway;
and in this respect, superior to it, that
it may be used by all, without being sub

jected lo iho rules and regulations of
others, ns lo tho time, speed, or equi-

page in which they may choose totrav-el- .

It annihilates ono of the sorest evils
known lo our rural life, an evil which
has hitherto made o farm in many parts
of our country an involuntary hermi-

tage, secluded, and attainable only by a

weary pilgrimage ovor no, not over,

but through road which seemed to have

concentrated nil tho evils which could
embarrass Ihe truveller. A bad road
is no longer known where there is a

plank road. The farmer is brought in

the vicinity of the village or city, en
joying its benefits, and exempt from its

inconveniences. Tho plank road finds
its way to the forest first, building itself
from thence, and then placing the wood
treasure into active use. It assures the
settler to redeem lands hitherto set
down as desperate real estate; unreal
as to income, and real only as to taxa-

tion. It goes np into wild lands and
civilizes them. It threads the environs
of a city with pleasant drives. It mag
nifies the means used by the fanner in
taking his products to market. It is
the road of the peoplo open to ail, and,
(ho nature, in whoso energies it has
grown into such favor, it is every yeai
increasing its range and extending its
benefits."

'The plank road is of tho ciasi of
canals and railways. They are the
three great inscriptions graven on the
earth by the hand of modern science,
never to be obliterated, but to grow
deeper and deeper, as channels of com
fort and prosperity."

"It was some time in tho summer of
S 14 that a meeting was called and

held in the village of Salina, which,
since that time, has become a part of the
important ond prosperous city of Syra-
cuse, N. Y-- , to confer in relation to
fitting up the stock for a plank road
from Salina to Central Square, a locali-

ty not far distant, and by the travel on
