Flank Road Tolb.
Tho tolls tvhicli the farmers pay

on Plank Roads are not taxes in any
sense of the term; they are saved in
the larger loads they are enabled to
draw , the grcaterspeed at which they
are enabled to travel, the wear and
tear of hirness, gearing and animal
strength, and, finally, if it were for
nothing more than the pleasure of
riding on a smooth Plank Road in

comparison ivith an old corduroy
one, hard hearted must be the man
who would not pay for it. Scientific
American.

There is another advantage arising
to a community fiom Plank Rnnds
which we have never mentioned, and
that is, they relieve the public of a

large amount of road tax. Were there
no Plank Road, the road commission-

er would hate to expend more to
keep up good permanent thorough-
fares than probably the tolls from the
town through which it passes will
amount to, so that a large amount of
tolls is saved in road tax.

Then, in collecting tolls you only
tax such as are immediately benefit-

ted by the road, and every man pays
in proportion to the amount he uses
it The man who lives away from it,
and has a good natural road upon
which he can go to market quicker
and cheaper than by using the Plank
Road pays no road tax at all. But if
the town would have to keep up a

public thorougfare where the Plank
Road is located, he would have to pay
his tax towards it, although he would
derive no benefit from it. It appears
that the taxes collected in the shape
of tolls are the most just.

It must be remembered that Plank
road stock is taxable property, and
yields a revenue towards supporting
the expenses of the county, which
otherwise would have to be collected
from other property, thus curtailing
the ordinary taxes of the masses by

creating an ordinary amount of tax-

able property in the county. Free

No one shall read common prayer,
keep Clitis'inas, or Saints, days,
make minced pies, play cards, or
play on any instrument of music ex
cept ihe diiim, trumpet and jews-ha- i p.

No minister shall join people lo
marriage; the magistrate only shall
join people in marriage as they may
do it with less scandal to Christ's
church.

When parents refuse their convc
nient marriage, the magistrate shall
determine the point.

No one shall run on th Sabbath
day or walk in the garden or else
where,, except reverently to and f.oin
meeting.

No one shall travel, cook victuals,
make beds, sweep house, cut hair
or shave on the Sulbiith da,.

No woman shall kiss her child on
the Sabbath day.

A debtor in ptison swearing he has
no estate shall be let out; and sold
to make satisfaction.

Whosoever sets a fire in the woods
and burns a house, shall suffer death;
and persons suspected of this crime
shall be imprisoned without the ben-

efit of bail.
