ANCIENT CLOTH.
During the session of the Ameri-

can Scientific Convention, held at
Albany, on the 18th iiist,, a highly
interesting paper, descriptive of the
ancient cloth found in the Indian
mounds of Ohio, was read bv J. W.
Foster, United States Geologist.
The following extract will interest
all fond of the Ethnological research-

es:

"The fabric in both samples ap-

pears to be compo'cd of some mate-

rial allied to hemp, but less readily
recognized in the charred samples
than in others, and the separation
between the fibre and the wood ap-

pears to have becrf ai thorough and
eilcctu.il as is 'accomplished at this
day by the process of rotting and
heckling. The thread, thoug'i coarse
is uniform in s!ze, and regularly
spun. The texture in the speci-

mens from Jackson county, as well

as in some of those from liutler coun-

ty, is formed by the alternate inter-
section of the warp and woof; but in

other from Butler county the wefl
is wound once around the warp a
process which could not be flCCOIll- -

plUhed except by hand.

stands the Temple of the sun, there
are numerous remains of walls built
of adobes, or sun-drie- d bricks, indi-

cating the sight of a once large and
compact town. In the huatas, or
burial-place- s, are found numerous
mummies in a sitting po.-!ur- wrap-

ped in many folds of cloth, with an
exterior covering of coarse matting.
It is composed ofa regular warp and

woof, the thread being twisted and

6pun, and is often wrought in varie
gated patterns. The fabric consists
of the wool of the lama or alapaca,
and perhaps in some instances, ot

cotton, which here grows spontane-
ously. In this connection it is not
unusual to find spindles with the
yarn upon them, vhieh are sticks,
nine inches long terminating at one
end by a button also various uten-
sils indicative of the occupation oj
the deceased, and in some instances,
funeral ornaments, of gold and sil-

ver, such as chaplets and bracelets.
