Our official intercourse, has
been so Intimate and so entirely harmonious,
that it seems like Darting with one of tnv
own family to lose you from the Council
Board, aud I am ipiite sure that every
member of the Cabinet will share with me
in this feeling.

I owe you many thanks for the able, faith-

ful and impartial manner in which you have
administered your department; and 1 take
this occasion to say that your official con-du- et

has, at all times, met my entire approv-
al.

I appreciate, most fully, the high sense of
delicacy and propriety on your part which
induces you to separate from the Adminis-
tration at this time, lest it might be embar-
rassed by your connection with it in the
coining contest. I cannot regret the cause
which compels you to this act, however, I

may regret the act itself. It would have
been gratifying to me if the constitutional
advisers with whom I commenced my Ad-

ministration, and who have acted so cordial-
ly together, could have remained a unit in
person and in sentiment until its close.
