alone the road, by about fifty Abolitionists
who were secreted in and about a house near
the road. A short conflict ensued, which
resulted in the wounding of several of the
Marshal s posse and several dorses. fur.
Slnde, had his horse shot from
under him in the fight.

Mr. II. M. Carly, just in from the Ter-

ritory, stales that about eight men of tlio

company he belongs to were attacked at or
near Hickory Point and all seriously injured.
